When this column appears in
print the opening of the duck
season will be only ten days
away. All signs point at the
moment to a ‘Blue Monday' with
respect to black ducks... next to
the Mallard the most highty
prized duck on the North Amer-
fcan Continent. It is the top duck
in eastern Canada as the black|
duck is seldom encountered be-
yond the eastern bour‘zry ot
Manitoba. T have to smile at the
way hunters are trying to bolst
er their spirits where the cagey
blacks are concerned. The stock
in trade approach mow ‘is this
remark: “The black duck pictur-
ture has brightened and a lot of
blacks have shown up this last
few days.” One chap told me
that there were between two and
three hundred black ducks in the |
Cardigan Causeway. 1 told him
they must have come quite re-
cently as 1 drove over Alley's
Hill, that overlooks this Cause-
way. and didn't notice any. He
moderated his assertion by say-
ing he didn’t see them himself
but was told they were there. On
Tuesday of this week I had oc-
casion to visit the MacK e n zie
Dam at Cardigan North and on
the return trip I drove along the
road that borders the edge of
this Causeway. I made several
stops to check the duck situa-
tion. T saw an approximate 50
Green-wing teal but the heavy
concentration of reported black
ducks had dwindled down to a
small flock of five. In fact I saw.
more ‘No Hunting' signs than T
did black ducks.
