The human body is in a reality a machine,
the various parts of which are beautifull
adapted to each so that if one suffers all
must suffer. The bones and muscles are
the parts on which motion most depends.
There are 400 muscles in the body, each
performing a specific duty.—They ' assist
the tendons in keeping the bones in' their
places and put them into motion.
