ment of Health and Welfare for
theffiscal year was $2.578.543 while
the expensitures are forecast at
$2,508,292.

The expenditures of the Depart-
ment of Education are down
slightly from the estimated need
as it is forecast that the cost will
be $1,027,477 against an estimated
$1,049.575. A

Administration of Justice in the
Province cost more than was ex-
pected when the Attorney General
estimated for $148,845 with fore-
cast expenditures amounting to
$163,205. This was also true in the
field of Legislation where it had
been estimated that the cost would
be $77.725 but the ‘expenditures ran
to $107,168.

Falconwood Farm

Operatidn of Falconwood Farm
cost the Depariment of Agricult-
ure almost §11,000 more than ex-
pected as the estimate called for
$30545 and the  cxpenditures
amounted to $41,043. This was
partially offset by the cost of fleld
supervision which was down oyer
$.000 from the estimated cost of
$38,900. In general the department
shaded {ts estimates of $228,195 to
hold expenditures to $225816.

The important Department of
Industry and Natural Resources
spent more on its Forestry work
than had been planned with the
result that the total expenditures
rose from an estimated $128.810 to
$145,116. The Forestry work cost
approximately $11,000 more than
the $21,250 estimated.

Operation and maintenance of
the highways, bridges, ferries, ete..
cost the Government over $170,-
000 more than was estimated with
costs of practically all sections of
the Department of Public Works
and Highways jumping far above
what was expected. It had been
estimated that snow removal would
cost the Government  $65.000 but
the forecast of expenditures in-
dicates that the heavy snowfall ex-
perienced by the Province this
ptn::d winter has cost  $160,000 in-
stead.

* Highway Malntenance

Maintenance of highways cost
the department $510,000 during
the year compared to an estimated
amount of $450000 while the
maintenance of machinery in the
operation of the garage jumped
from the $195,000 planned for to

,000. However the maintenance
of bridges was considerably below
the estimated cost of $80,000 as it
fell to $55,000.

The biggest single item of rev-
enue was received from the Gov-
ermment of Canada which shows a
slight decrease from the estimated
amount to the forecast receipt of
$4,105080. It had been estimated
that an overall sum of $4.27-
558 would be recelved. ‘This

All types of
licenses, permits and fecs charged
produced revenue of $550,042.

Liquor Revenue

The Temperance Act, governing
the sale of all spirituous liquors
here, produced a revenue to Prince
Edward Island of $850,000 © which
was far in excess of the estimated
total of $625.000

Added to other smaller items the
above brought the total ordinary
revenue of the Province to $7.369,-
676 while the estimate had been
$6,969.318. To this is added
capital and other extraordinary
revenue which raised the total re-
celved to $7,921,902 which was ap-
proximately half a million dollars
higher than the estimated $7450,-
818.

However, the total of the capital
and extraordinary expenditures
ran into a deficit of nearly one
million dollars over what had
been estimated. The forecast shows
a total of $3,390,317 while the
estimate in this class was for only
$2.417,996. ¢

Greatest Increase

The greatest increase over the
estimate” came in the Department
of Public Works and Highways
where the amount planned on
soared frqm the estimate of $1,-
863,000 to $2,703,066 in the work
providing for highways, bridges and
similar items. Local highway con-
struction cost $1,124,000 compared
to an estimated $956,000 while the
Federal-Provincial Highway Pro-
jects (the Trans Canada High-
way) cost this Province $200.000
more than the $600,000 estimated.

“Sinc? then we have come to
feel we have lost the friendship
of Canada. Some of the unfriend-
liest motions introduced against

us in the United Nations were
proposed by Canada. Why is
this?”

When this reporter suggested

that a realistic attitude about a
given situation need not be con-
sidered as a wavering of friend-
ship, the Generalissimo replied:

“You say realistic. If you are
realistic you will realize your
business, diplomatic and mission-
ary interests are all harmed by
Communist usurpation and that
your missionaries—Roman Catho-
lic ones especially—are being mal-
treated.

“I do not complain. But we did
have such friendly relations with
your country once that it feels
like having one's friends abandon
one in difficult days.”

Outlines Policy

Chiang said his government's
policy is unreserved co-operation
with the West against the Com-
munists and it recognizes that
Nationalist China’s return to the
mainland must be part of a co-
ordinated effort by all anti-Com-
munist countries. But he also re-
alizes this may mean years of
preparation.

“But once it is started I believe

the mainland can be regained
from the Communists within
three years,” he said.

He expressed confidence that if
his forces invade Red 'China the
people will join them in a revolt
against the Communist Peiping
regime.

“Once we establish a grip and
hold. it for six months — which
will inspire confidence among the
people there —the rot worked by
Communism will work as a self-
liquidating process, helping us as
effectively as our armies them-
selves. I am sure that 90 per cent
of the people, once they see we
are back to stay, will rise up to
help us.”

Chiang is so confident of -his
360,000-man army that he believes
he can launch an invasion ‘of the
mainland and help out on the
Communist front elsewhere—if he
is given the weapons and munit-
ions. X

“A limited offensive assault
against the mainland” would draw
off much Communist manpower
“and keep them too much occu~
pied either to resume hostilities
in Korea or to increase activities
in Southeast Asia.”

“We could undertake such op-
erations anytime,” he said. “Oth-
erwise, the only way to handle

the situation will be to meet in-

OTTAWA, March 28—(CP)—
Canada's stand on recognition of
Red China was seen today as a
possible explanation for Chiang
Kal Shek's contention that Can-
ada has become unfriendly to him
since he was driven to Formosa
from the Chinese mainland.

Chiang’s statement to Canadian
press correspondent Bill Boss that
Canada has proposed “some of
the unfriendliest motions _intro-
duced against us in the United
Nations” only puzzled officials of
the External Affairs Department.

One official said he knows of
not a single motion by Canada
that would fall under that head-
ing.

But, it was suggested, Chiang
might be irked because Canada
has not joined the United States
in saying flatly that recognition
of Red China is out. Canada's
stand has been that the question
should be discussed as part of a
general conference on Far Eastern
questions once the Korean war is
stopped.
