He estimated the distance be-
tween the truck and car at 12 feet
and his back door was 100 feet
from the highway. At the scene
he saw Judge Tweedy and the
others but did not see Mrs. Seller.

After the accid-
ent there was some traffic back
and forth and he helped to direct
it.

He thought
the doors on both car and truck
were closed. He stayed at the
place till everything was clearcd
up.

Police Testimony

Cpl. Allan M. Johnston. R.C.-
M. P., testified he was official pho-
tographer for the Detachment. He
said he took photos after dark at
the scene of the accident. Threz
were produced in evidence. They
showed different views of the cax
and truck and their relation to
each other. He said the skid marks
revealed in one of the pictures ex-
tended for 50 feet back of the car.

Under cross examination he sai¢
the skid marks were heavier at the
end nearest the car. He was ask-
ed if he did not agree that the
truck tailzates had a wealherbeal-
en look similar in color to the ap-
pearance of the asphalt pavement.
He testified the Tweedy car took
most of its damage above the
bumper

He said he knew the road and
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that generally speaking there was
a good amount of traffic at thai
hour, especially on a Saturday
night.

Questioned hy Judge Trainor he
said “the pavement was good in
the immediate vicinity. It was dry.
The weather was clear. no rain or

g.
Constable George MacKinnon,
R.C.M.P. said he received a té!-
ephone call at 7.25 ihat night and
had gone to the scene with Con-
stable Giberson. They arrived at
740 and stayed until the coroner
came after 8 p m. Gardiner was
being put in the ambulance when
they got there.

The truck was approximately 7
or 8 feet ahead of the car. As to
the car he said the grill was dam-
aged, the radiator bent back, the
bonnet rolled back and the right
windshield shattered. The fan was
bent and could not operate. H:
found an air filter from a carbuer-
ator lying on the shoulder of the
road; there was one missing from
the Tweedy car. A strip of chrome
was on the road partially under
Solomon's body. Later examination
showed it matched a place where
there was a piece missing from
the car.

He said -there was no noticeable
damage to the rear of the truck
When he had rounded Keppoch
corner on the way out it was dark.
Saw people there when he arriv-
ed, including Judge Tweedy.

Cross examined by Mr. McPhec
he said he thought the windshield
was shattered from the engine
bonnet being rolled back againsi
it. On the way out he saw some
cars; they had their lights on, He
said he was familiar with the road
and usually there was quite a lot
of traffic on a Saturdayv night.

M. P. said he arrived at the scene
at 7.50 where he took various mea-
surements and then prepared a
sketch of the locality. It showed
the location of vehicles in relation
to the scene. The paved highway
there was 18 feet 2 inches wide
with the right shoulder being 5 feet
3 inches and the left shoulder 5
feet 9 inches.

feet, starting at the Kinlock road.
From the side of the truck the
balance of pavement on the left
side was 12 feet which with a
shoulder of 5 feet made a space
17 feet wide on that side. The rear
tires of the car were 6 inches to
the left of the skid marks indic-
ating the car had been in contact
with an object and jumped that
much. He had measured the dist-
ance from the ‘bad bump’ mention-
ed in previous testimony as 429
feet to the rear of the Tweedy car.
It was a substantial bump and
there were no others between it
and the car.

Questioned about various speeds
in relation to braking distances he
said under ideal conditions a car
at 30 miles per hour could be stop-
ped in 50 feet. However, the table
used did not apply here as friction
of tires had to be considered. Th2
brakes of the car were tested ahd
found good as were those of the
truck. A beam under the body  of
the truck had been injured and
had flecks of paint similar in color
to that of the car.

On the conclusion of Cpl. War-
ner's testimony Mr. Darby an-
nounced the Crown was finished.
Mr. McPhee ihen moved for dis-
missal of the charge. On the de-
cision to present the evidence for
the defence before argument on
the motion Mr. McPhee called J. A.

Reardon, of the Department of
Highways.
Mr. Reardon had prepared a

scale map of the section of the
Georgetown Road involved in the
case. The scale was 1 inch to 20
feet and showed the section of
road Yor 800 feet west of the Kin-
lock Road and 150 east of it. He
stated the road showed indications
of poor sub-grading and a heavy
weight on top. His sketch and ac-
companying evidence described the

road, its width, shoulders, grades
and indicated the spots where
bumps had been repaired this
spring.

At the conclusion of his testim-
ony court aajourned until 10.30
