PARIS (Reuters)—Harry S. Tru-
man said here today that an over-
night Moscow radio claim that Rus-
sia tried to stop the atomic bomb
attacks on Japan in 1945 was
“pure propaganda and a lie.”

The former president, who or-
dered the United States Air Force
to drop atomic bombs on Hiro-
shima and Nagasaki, told report-
ers “These are the facts and I
know them better than anyone
else.”

“The first atomic explosion in
the world was in New Mexico on
July 16, 1945.

“As soon as 1 got the message
that the explosion was a success
I told Mr. Churchill and Stalin that
the cxplosion had been a success
