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THE QU APPELLE TREATY
[From the Toronto Mail.]
T.The ireaty which Lieutenant Governor
Morris, whose jurisdiction extends into the
North-West Territories, which lie away
and beyond the bounds of civilizaticn, has
just concluded, and which is known as the
Qu Appelie Treaty, is one ot the most im~
{ portant of its kind. Its provisions cover
some 50,000 square miles of territory ; they
quiet the Indian title over that large es-
tent of country, some of the mo:t fertile
soil of the North-West, and open it up for
settlement without the slightest fear of
encroachment from the Cree, Salteaux, and
other Indian tribes, whose rights have
been cheerfully recognized and liberally
compounded for. It wil be interesting to
learn what the Gevernment propose to give
in exchange for the freedom to till and
colonize these 50,0 0 square miles of terris
tory. In the firsi place they agree to allow
one square mile of land for each family of
five persons, or in that proportion for larger
or smaller families. It is provided. hows
ever, that the Government may sell, lease,
or otherwise dispose of these reserves *for
the use and benefit of the said Indians,
with the consent of the Indians entitled
thereto first had and obteined, but in no
wise shall the said Indians or any of them
| be entitled to sell or otherwise alienate any
of the lands allotted to them as reserves.”
In expression of her satisfaction at the
Indians ‘ready response ' to the call for
the meeting at which the Treaty was ar-
ranged, as well as for their general good
conduct and ¥ behavior,” the Queen,
“ through the Commissioners, makes the
Indians of the bands here represented a
present for each chief of twenty~five dollars
in cash, a coat and a Queen’s silver medal ;
for each headman, not exceeding four in
each band, fifteen dollars in cash and a
coat ; and for every other man, woman and
child twelve dollars in cash; and for those
here assembled some powder, shot, blans
kets, calicoes, trunks, and other articl s.”

[ Tt is provided that as soonas possible «iter

the execution of the Treaty a census ofall
the Indians inhabiting the tract described
therein shall be taken, and annually there-
after, for all time, her Majosty agrees that
