ROY AL ASSENT, &c,

44. Where a Bill passed by the 1Touse of
Parliament is presented to the Governor-Gen-
eral for the Queen's assent, he shall declare
according to his diseretion, but subjeet to the
provisions of this Act and to Her Mujesty's
instructions, cither that he assents thereto in
the Quneen'’s naune, or that he withhold's stho
Oueen's assent, or that he reserves the 1Lill
for the signification of the Queen’s pleasure.
45. Where the Governor-General assents
to a Bill in the Queen’s name, he shall by the
first convenient opportunity semd an authentic
copy to one of the Queen’s principal Secre-
taries of State, and ift the Queen in Council
within fwo years after receipt thercof by the
Secretary of State thinks fit to disallow the
Act, snch disallowanee (with a certifieate of
the Secretary of State of the day on which
the Act was received by him) being signified
by the Governor-General, hy speech or mos-
sage to the Honse of Parlinment, or by 1'ro-
clumation, shall annull the Act from and after
the day of such signifieation.

46. A Bill rekerved for the signifleation of
the Gueen's plofEm shall not have any force
unless and unll within fiwo years from the
day on which At was presented to the Gover-
nor-General for the Queen’s assent, the Gov-
ernor-Gencl eignifies, by sveech or message
to each o h’]luusos of Palimment, or Ly
Proclamationy and that he has received the
assent of the Queen in Council; an entry of
every such speech, message or proclamation
shall be made in the Jonrnal of ecach House,
and a duplicate thercot, duly attestad, shall
he delivered to the proper oflicer to be kept
among the records of Canada,

47. There shall be a Session of Parlinment
once at least in every vear, so that a period of
twelve months shall not intervene between
the last sitting of the Parlimment in one Ses-
sion, and the first sitting theteof in the next
Session.

POWLERS OF TARLIAMENT.

48, Tt shall be lawf(ul for the Queen, by
and with the advice and consent of the
Senate and IHonse of Commons to make
laws tor the peace, order, and good gov-
ernment of the Kingdom of Canada, in re-
lation to all matters not coming within the
