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Treatment of Pneumonia by Appli
cation of Ice.

Dr. {Fieandt, writing in Duodecim, a
Finnish medical journal, states that he has
now treated no less than 106 cases cases of
pneumonia with ice, and with the best
results. Though ten of the cases were of
double pneumonia, only three out of the
whole number succumbed, notwithstanding
that the epidemic was by no means a slight
one. The method adopted was to apply
over the affected lung an Indian-rubber
bag containing ice continuously for from
twelve to twenty-four hours after the crisis.
In addition to the local treatment the
patients were given such Jmedicines as are
equally employed, that is to say, opium,
ipecacuanha, digitalis, brandy, etc. The
method hrs, we may remark, received of
late some attention in this country.—Lon-
don Lancet.
