and in 1087 William the Conqueror
decided that some horticultural

<n, and Fitz Stephen, who lived
in the reign of Henry II, records
in his life of Beckett that the
citigens of London had large and
pleasant gardens,

Hampton Court in Charles II
reign’ was altered and improved,
but jmprovements wetre carried out
for many years and lovely gardens
lllustrated in this book date back
to the 16th and 17th centuries,

The author who did most to en-
courage the spread of knowledge
and, what is .'en more important
to us to-day, recorded his visits
to many contemporary gardens,
was John Evelyn. His most import-~
ant 7ok in this direction is “Silv."”,
or a “Discourse Of Forest Trees,”
a stupendous work which was com-
piled for Charles II with the ob-
ject of encouraging the growing
of timbk:r in England The appeal
in his Foreword to his “better-
natured countrymen’ is as ap-
p.-. .ble to-C y as 't was in 1662,
“that such woods as do yet re-
main entire, might be carefully
preserved, and such as are des-
troyed, sedulously repaired. It is
what all persons wno are owners
of land may contribute to, and
with infinite delight, as well as
profit, who.are t~-ched with that
laudable ambition of imitating
their illustrious ancestors and of
worthily serving their generation.”

These admirable sentiments
might well be repeated by the
Forestry Commissioners to present
day landowners.

Class II. Slight limitation or
cutting down of physical activity,
Comfortable at rest.

Class 1II. Marked limitation or
cutting down of physical activity.
If least bit more activity is per-
formed, discomfort results.

Class IV. Patient is unable on
any physical activity without dis-
comfort. Symptoms — shortness of
breath, angina, palpitation, tired-
ness are present even at rest. If
any activity is undertaken, discom-
fort is increased.

Dr. Jezer is the heart specialist
to the Altro Workshops, New York,
a factory in which tuberculosis pat-
ients are employed as they are re-
covering or have recovered from
tuberculosis. During the past four
years, part of the shop has been
given over to patients recovering
from heart disease, or heart dis-
ease that is not progressing.

“If the 615 persons disabled be-
cause of heart disease can serve as
an example of conditions generally,
151 had ‘questionable’ heart disease
and 301 belonged to Class I. One
hundred and sixty-three belonged
to Classes II and IIT were consid-
erably disabled.” Some had disabili-
ties other than heart disease.

The above would show that about
25 per cent (1 in every 4) heart
patients have heart disease serious
enough to cause dlsability.
