Electric railways in Europe !o_nn_ed
the subject of some interesting statistics
recently embodied in a report sent to
the United States government by V.ioo
Consul J. F. Monaghan, at Chemnitz,
Germany. According to these, !bo num-
ber of such railways was increased
during the year 1895 from 70 to 111,
while the total length was raised from
about 435 to 560 miles, the number of
ears from 1,236 to 1,747, and the hme-
power from a little over 18,000 to a lit.
tle over 25,000. Of all the European
countries, Germany, according to Mr.
Monaghan’s figures, stood at the head,
with abotit 250 miles to her credit, and
an equipment of 857 cars and 7,194
horsepower. The other countries fol-
lowed in the order given below :
