It takes care and labor to freeze the flow-
ers in the ice in attractive and suitable |
shape.

Roses and
various other flowers are frozen in ice
forms in this manner. At an ice manu-
facturing establishment in the city at
Christmas time, there was frozen into a !

Decorative pieces for the table are
of course set upon a suitable holder. Such
nieces will last without great deterioration
for hours.
