SHERBROOKE, Que. (CP) — A
NANGAL, India (Recuters)— An showdown is nearing in a wage|recommended’ a 10-per-cent in-

dispute involving the Dominion
Textile Company and 5,400 of its
employees in four major Quebec
mills.

The dispute dates back to Oct. 5,
1954, when' negotiations started be-
tween the company and the Na-
_tional Catholic Federation of Tex-
tile Workers (CCCL). Now the ma-
jority of workers in three of the
| plants—those at Sherbrooke, Drum-
| mondville and Montmorency—have
voted in favor of strike action to
back up their demands. Workers in
the Magog plant have voted for
acceptance of a company offer.

At the outset, the federation
sought a 10-per-cent wage increase.
The dispute was submitted to an
arbitration board. Judge Achille
Pettigrew, board chairman, recom-
mended that wages and working
conditions in the industry remain
unchanged.
