Canadians
have nine Gevernments, one central
Parliament and eight Legislatures, besides
the county, town and city councils, all of
which tax the people directiy or indirec:-
ly, and lavichly spend the money tuey
take from them.

“Add the amcunts anoually expended
by the Gevernments of Prince Edward
Island, Nova Scotia, New Brunswick,
Quebee, Ontario, Manitoba, the North~
West Territories and Britiso Columbia to
the amount expendea by the Dominion
Government, and the total expenditure is
enormous.

“Are the people watching all these
Governments cloeely enough ?  Are the
people geiting an adequate return for all
the money that ia being taken from them
by the nine governments that manage the
affairs of this country ?

“Is it not time 1@ have & reckoning and
eee how our finances staund 7’
