ness, graceful beauty and rapid devel-
opment. While quite as beautiful as
many Of the most stately palms, it is
much= r togrow, andwill give much
quickef resu'ts. In Florida it grows to
a great size and then produces flowers
ofa bright orange color. When culti-
vated in our northern climates asa win-
dow or conservatory plant it doos net
grow so tall, but large enough to out-
shine manyof th: most treasur-d orna-
mental plants, swaving its graceful
foliageabove them all, and bl -ndin © its
silky leaf tips with the more sombre
greens of the palms, ete. The leaves
are alight bronze: in cvlor, deeply*eut
like «a large growing fern, or « pinnate.

It Possesses Numerous Advantages Over

the Common Salt Generally

tsed,

Most farmers nowadays are convine-
ed of the advisability of giving salt to
their s:ock both in winter and summer,
but they are not a'l agre-d as to th:
test? ‘of selting then -Tae ma-9
jority of them use ordinarysalt, but a
large and iucreasing muniber, having
become convineed of the superiority of
rock sa’t for that purpose, now will
have no other:
Rock salt possesses numerous adyan-

tages over the commonsait so generally
used, When alumpof itis put in the
mangeria the wint-r times, it can be
distinguishe i andleft in when the man-
ger is being cleane lout, anl thus the
animal has salt before it to lick when-
ever it feels inclined. When animals
are at pasture, it is best to puta large
lump in one or more boxes in the field.
this way, the animals will com: aud
lick it when they feel the uesd ofit,
and as they cannot take too much,tin re
is not the purging that accompanies
loose salt, Wace. as so often happens,
animals tak: too muchofit.
Rock salt isecoaomical, too and saves

labor. Jt is now sold very cheap, and
that fact ought to influence all to buy
it in preference to the ordinary salt. It
saves labor because, when ons or more
Jumps are distributed in the pasturefiel,
there necd not be so many trips made
thither with salt fer the stock. A good
sized lump will last a good while.
With the common salt, it ix, in many

instanees, the rule to salt the cattle once
a week, Sunday being very often the
day selected. The stock at once gorge
themselves on it, and scour, in cons.-
quence, and it is nearly the cud of the
week before they recov-r from tha
effects, which are visible in reduced fl sh
andlesser milk production. Jnaday or
two more they got a fresh supply aud
the same restcts census.
With rock salt such astute of affairs

cannot happ-n. The anima's get a
steady, reguier supply sufficient for
their Leeds, and are benefit d accord-
ingly.
