Governor Griffith.

Tus threatened war in Ashantee has,
happily, been averted ; not, hewever, with-
out bringing into preminence, iu an honer-

able econneetion, the name of one in whom
this Province has some interest. We refar
to the Hom. William Brandford Griffith,
C. B, C. M. G., Lieutenant-Governot ot
the Gold Coast, who took a leading part in
the aflair. Gevernor Grfith is a gentle-
man of eonsiderable ability—a native of
Barbadoes and the son of a former Speaker
of the House of Assembly of that Island.
He filled the office of Auditor General for
a number of years. At Barbadoes, during
the administration of Governor John Pope
Hennessey, Mr. Griffith, in addition te the
duties of his office, discharged those of
Acting Colonial Secretary, during the ab-
sence of the Hon. Mr. Gore, and stood by
the Governor in endeavoring to carry out
she wishes of the British @overn-
ment in reference to the confederation
of the West India Colonies for
shich he inewrred the displeasure of the
anti-Confederates; and the insurgent ne-
groes, unable to discern between their
friends and opponents, attacked Mr.
Grifith’s eountry seat, ** Windsor,” whieh
had to be gwarded by the military and
police, who eonld not, hnwo\'ar.fgrovont the
wanton destriietion of Mr. Grifith’s crops
and the hacking and maiming of his eattle.
The Lieutenant Governorship of the Geld
Coast, it is understood, will be a stepping
stone to farther promotion. Geovernor
Griffith is an unele-in-law to W. [J. S,
Parks, Esq., late of the Head of Hillboro’
River, in this Island, and Mrs. Griffith,wife

A (Flance at Our Country's Record.

Tuis was the subjeet of Rev. Dr.
Walker's iecture in the Market Hall, on
Monday evening, in aid of the funds of
St. Vincent de Paul Sosisty. The Lec-

Nor was it de-
voted to reviews of the sweial revolutions
that have takem plaee frem the time of
Champlain to our ewn day.

Tho Leeture partook somewhat of the
nature of beth, opening witk the advent of
the diseoverer of the St. Lawreuce, the
causes that compelled tha first colonists te
ewigrate, the trials and privations they
endured in their new hoie, and the sub-
sequent rapid progress made by them in
the settlement of the eountry were briefly
touched upen. The extraordimary growth
oi towns in Canada on the sites of
which but a few years age mething
stood but the wild foress, the great strides
made also in her eommerce, the evidences
every where of the success that attended
the efforts of her sfitlers in the past, sup-
ply the best criterion by whioh te judge
of Canada’s greatness in the future. The
Rev. gentleman also peinted out what a
beautiful home is the Canadiau’s, in the
seenery by its mountains, lakes and rivers,
and deseribed in good language some of
the magnpificent views, especially those
about the Thousand Islands and the Rapids
of the St. Lawreuee. The religious eele-
bration at Quebec, in October, 1874, in
honor of the late DBishop Laval, was also
referred to.

From the foregoing notice of motion, it
will be seer that the Goverament, although
so far unsv-cessful in their applications to
beth the Dominion and Imperial Gevern-
ments for « share of the Halifax award un-
dor the ‘Treaty of Washington, do net
fntend to | se sight of the claim. What
evurse they now 1ntend to adopt, we eannot
say until v ¢ motion, of which Mr. Sullivan
has given noties, comes before the House,
It wili be rowembered that the claim made
in the minute of counecil, forwarded by the
Duavies' Government, aud also in the Joiat
Address of beth Honses in the session of
1579, was for 1,200,000 as the share of
this Province in the Halifax Award. To
which the reply was given by the Dominion
Governwent that the Halifax Award was
made  cover the period of twelve years,
evmmencir 4 on lst July, 1873, during
which the ‘[ reaty is to continue in operation,
and as on hat date this Proviuce became
pars of the Cownfederation, we had no
stronger claim than any other Province to
a portion of the Award. Oa being thus
faformed, the Legislature last session
memorializ d the Queen and asked that
mot only wight Canada be direcied by the
British Government to hand over to us the
$1 250 000 ¢laimed for our share of the
awacd for a period of twelve years from 1st
Jaly, 15873, bus also that we should be com-

sated b the lmperial Governwent for
the use of cur fisheries by citizens of the
Uuited Ste es for the period of nearly two
ears from 24th July 1871, to Ist July,

873, when st tho earnest request of the
Home Government, this Ialand threw spen
her fisheriss to U. 8. fishermen. The
despateh hat was recuived from Lord
Kiwberley in roply to the memorial, evaded
answering his part of the claim entirely,
and we srust that our Legislature,in dealing
with the wiole question, will not neglect to
pross this ¢ aim against the lmperial Gov-
ernment, who have treated the Island very
shabbily in the matter.

Passengers have suffered seriously, starva-
tion has stared them in the face; and fereed
to leave the steamer to seek the shore, they
have been severely frozen, aithough, provi-
dentially, none have perished.

Surely, the Dominion Government,
after five years trial of this * Northern
Light,” will see that is been a oom-
plete faiinre. We are therefore pleased
that our Loeal Governmnent has taken the
matter in hand; and we trust that their
representations may be the means of awak-
ening the Dominion Guvernment %o a sense

Hon. D. Davies' Letter.
Tus Honerable Dauiel Davies is one of
a very limited number of men who never
speak unless they have semething to say,
and when any thing appears in the publie
press over that gentlsman’s signature, it
will amply repay perusal.

The subjest of Mr. Davies’ last letter,
which §will be found elsewhere, is the
establishment of Starch, Butter and Cheese
Faetories in this Province. This is one of
several industries, which have, sines the
adoption of the Natienal Policy, engaged
the attention ef our people, aud several
eompanies abous 1o embark in these enter-
prises, are seeking Acts of Incorporation by
the Legislature now in session. Opportu
nity is thus given to our representatives to
diseuss these important questiens, and
without wishing to discourage enr people in
anything calculated to advanee their pres-
perity, we advise them io ponder well
before geing too far,—to leek before they
leap. A large amount of capital is being
invested this year in lobster factories, and
we hope that success will attend the offorts
of the persens engaged in this valuable in-
dustry ; but the clese of the season will
tell the tale of much money made or lest.
Canadians have long been taunted
with being slow and unprogressive as
eompared with our American Censins,
but it is better to advance slewly,
if, at the same time, we do se surcly. There
is sueh a thing as having *‘ too many irons
in the fire,” and the old adage of * iet the
shoemaker stick to his last 7 is a very good
one, and its truth has been proven upen
many occasions. Qur Statute Book re-
veals scores of companies whose existence
is coufined to the covers of that volume,
and it has been too much the practice in
this Province to secure the eharter first
and propound the scheme afterwards.
The opinwns of men of sueh sound judg-
ment on these matters, as Mr. Davies,
should have much weigiit, and we shall at
all times be happy te receive correspondance
on this or any other subjees in which the
farmers chiefly have an interest.

Before we leave this question,we muss give
expression to our pleasure on reading in Mr.
Davies’ letter such a thorough endorsement
of the N. P., as appears when, in recom
mending the making of refined, as well as
crude starch, he advocates the placing of a
high duty upon foreign material, so that
our manufacturers wonld not only supply
the local demand for the Island, but also
send it to all parts of the Dominion. We

Looking to Reciprocity.

It is very evident that there is a strong
desire on the part of cormmercial men in
many parts of the United States te bring
abeut reciproeal trade relations with Can
ada. Evidences of this desire have appeared |
in the Western States, New York, Massa
chussetts and elsewlere. In fact; for the
last five years there have bwen persistent
efforts to secura Comgresaional aciien in the
wnatter, the merchants of the United Siates
having petitioned Congress to appoint a
Coiamission to eonzider whether a basis for
a Reeiprocity Treaty could not bhe arrived
at. Bince the adoption of a Protective
Tariff by Canada, and the eensequent fur-
ther loss to the United States of a market
for miilines of dellars worth of their pro-
dnets, the desire for a Reciprocity Treaty
Lias been steadily grining. About the end
of January over fifteem hundred of the
leading morcantile houses of New York
and Boston, fellowing up ‘their previsus
eiforts in the same direction, petitioned
Congress in the master.— 1.

A Russian Manifesto.

our latser next son ehall have ascended the
throne, in view of the law of suceessiou, until
the latter attains his majority

Burning of the Nice Oiion House.

FURTHER DBTAILS OF THE CALAMITY—GREAT
LesSs OF LIFE.

The barning of the Opera House at Niee
pruves to have been une of the most appal-
ling disasters, so far as loss of life is con-
eerped, that has happened in Europe.

The fire began shertly aftér the per-
formances commensed. It originated from
a gss explosion behind the stage. The
hous? was immediately plunged into dark
mess. Men and women were crushied over
the seats and the house became a vast den
of struggling wild perseps. At this june-
ture tlie fire broke out, the light and 1u-
flammable seenery catching firet, and the
flames leaping from point te peint and
rapidly extenaing towards the bedy of the
house over the heads of the seresming,
shouting, terror-stricken, people. Iiany
were trampled to death. The panic was
uncontrollable when the peril of death by
fire was added to the danger irom the mad-
dened meb in the darkness.

Whon the fire first broke out mest ef the
artists were in the dressing roems, and
were aware of their danger, but it was too
late to weeapo. The cheristers rushed along
the narrow passage in the darkness, many
of them presumably too much disabled in
she crush to escape, aud it is believed they
were ali burned te death.

A speeinl cable from Nice syys : A man
who escaped from the upper gallery by
jumping, deelares that, with perhaps a
doaen exeeptions, every persoy in his part
of the house was burned. Some sailors
were lost. A nmmber of Awmerican and
English visitors rendered signal assistance
in saving life. The scene in the tewn is
indeseribable. One lady whese husband
was burned io deash committed suicide.
Althongh the Mediterrauean washes the
shore ai the foot of the walls of the theatre,
no water could be obtained when wanted,
and the beautiful Opera Houze was a com-
plete wreck.

The andivnce was composed of represen-
tatives of the fashionableworld from Paris,
Loudon and all parts of Europe. The
season is now in progress, and the popular
watering plage of Nice was uever erowded
with greater wumbers. The first yacht
race occurred the day previcus, and crowds
were present from ail parts of France and
Italy. The greatest anxiety is felt for all
the missing members of families or travel-
ling parties. Most opera singers of the
world have appeared on this stage, the
performances being chiefly maintained by
foreign colonies.
