BEECHERAS A SLAVE AUCTIONEER.

Even people of mature years whose
memory 1s clear about wattter vefore and
luring the war have practically forgotten
that Henry Ward Beecher nsed his pulpit
o Plymouth Charch, Brooklyn, a0 anc-
block for slaves. The most famous
of hi lave sales” was that of the beauti-
ful girl, Sarab, and it wae upon thi< occa-
sion that the most exciting ever
witnes=ed in Plymonth Church, or in any
other American Chuarch for that matter,
oceurred. Mr. Beecher was unusually
dramatic: he put a fire into his words as
ne stood the slave girl on the platform
beside him, which fairly burned into the
hearts of nis auditors. It was not long
before the p ople became almost hysterical

with excitement. But Beecher kegt
on uatil he was ready to
pass the collection basket. Then

the auditors gave vest to their feeling-,
ani not only heaps of movey was put 1nto
the baskets but men and wumen took off
their rings, unfastened their watches and
threw them into th2 baskets and on the
platform. It was a r markable scene,
and such a one as probably will never be
equaled in this country.  Mrs. Beecher
recalls the event with wonderful vividoess
in her article in the Christmas Ladies’
Home Journal, when she tells the whole
ctory of “When Mr. Beecher Sold Slaves
in Plymoath Pulpit.”” The scene itself is
remarkably weil bronght 1o the eye of the
reader by a rtriking ilinstration made by
De Thulstrup from material furniched the
artist by Mrs. Beecher.

It seems that the shipwrecked seamen
landed on the Cubap coast about sixty
miles west of Havana, where they fell into
the hands of Spansh scldiers. The
Spaniards, believing them to be filibusters
from the American coast, imprisoned
them and treated them harshly, threaten-
ing to shout all hands. Finally they
were couveyed to Havana, where they
were taken in charge by the British con-
sul, who sent them to New York. They
came from Boston to Halifax on the
