THE INTERCOLONIAL RATLWAY.

The following is the latest development, con-
cerning the action of Messra. Tilley and Tupper,
in the matter of the proposed survey. We elip
from the Quebee Mercury :—

“It is understood that Messrs. Tupper and
Tiliey, the representatives, n-n:u-clfull_\', of the go-
vermment of Nova Seotia and New Brunswick,
propose to abandon =0 much of the plans per-
taining to the Intereclonial Railway survey as
relates to the emplayment of a second engineer.
They eoncur in the appointment of Mr. Santord |
Fleming, who will therefore be entrusted with |
the entire responsibility of the survey on the part
of the provinees; his only associate being the en-
gineer appointed by the Luperial authorities.
The survey will be proceeded with immediately,
and the arrangements contemplated by Mr. Flew- |
ing are such as will ensare its completion within |
a comparatively brief period.”  The objeet of the
survey, it is stated, is to find an interior raute |
from Riviere du Loup, which Major Robinson
considered impracticable.

The Fredericton Head Quarters truly xays that
the mtormation afforded is * vague and unsatis-
factory.”  From what we ean gather ourselves,
from Canadian private sources, that under pre-
sent eirenmstances it i next to impossible to
look for any possible good to come from the recent
delegation. It 18 true there are a large class in
Canada anxious for the construetion of the road :
but fron the critical position of the Government
itis almost powerless. The Head Quarters goes
on to say i—

“The Canadian Government have virtually
rejected the offer and terws of the Duke of New-
castle, and the whole affair, a8 we understand it,
ax between the Provinees and the Bntish Govern.
ment, ix broken off.  We should think it is not
likely that the Luwperial Government will appoint
an Engineer, when they must know that the Ca-
nadian Governmment have no serions intention to
procecd with the scheme ; that, 10 faet, they have
ntimated their intention to abandon it.  The an-
nouncement made by the Merewry might be
understood to wean that the representatives of
the Lower Provinces, in abandoning the idea of
appointing an Engioeer have refused to co-operate
with Canada.  Tuat wauld be the right conrse of
action for them.  Canada and the Lower Provin-
ces do not #tand on the same par in this matter,
Canada seems to be trifling, and proposes this
survey schewe inorder w back out ot an awkward
sitaation with a goad grace, with a show of wil-
lingness to do sowething ; while the Lower Pro-
vinees have solemmly pledged their resouroes to
the work.”

GEN. NEGLEY'S FIGHT AT BIRD'S GAP,

LouisviLLe, Ky, Sept. 13.—Rumors have heen
prevalent here for the last three days of disasters
to Gen. Roseerans’ army, all of which have been
discredited by the military authorities.
