But the world is gen-
erally cruel to its social reform-
ers, and rarely do they find their
reward until it is almost too late

“His later years, however,
brought some reward. He lived to
see some ofy the social doctrines

, which were regarded as too ldeal-

istic and even revolutionary in the
thirties accepted as right and pro-
per twenty years later. He also
had the personal satisfaction of
being able to remodel after his
own design the attractive home-
stead overlooking the waters of
Antigonish Harbour, at a place
which is one of the loveliest
beauty spots of this province.
