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Ministerial Visits

Two distinguished members of
the Diefenbaker Government are
visiting Prince Edward Island to-
day, and they will both be warmly
welcomed by our citizens. They are
both, of course, on a campaigning
mission; but that is to be expected
at this time and we would feel ag-
grieved if they didn’t include us in
their itinerary. Hon. Alvin Hamil-
ton, Minister of Agriculture, and
Hon. Leon Balcer, Minister of
Transport, will have things to say
with regard to their respective de-
partments in which we are very
much concerned, and we appreciate
the opportunity of hearing them in
person regardless of the preferences
we may have in the way of party
candidates.

Since taking over his present
portfolio in October, 1960, Mr.
Hamiton has had many probems to
deal with, notably in the way of
finding wider markets and in aid-
ing in the stabilization of various
branches of the farm industry. He
has scored a success in his wheat
mles policy, and his reputation
stands high in the prairie provinces.
One of his purposes in coming here
at the present time is to sign an
agreement on crop Insurance, and
#t is expected that he will have
some definite assurance for our
potato farmers in meeting their
present difficulties.

Mr. Balcer, it is expected, will
have an announcement to make on
the construction of the new car-
ferry for the Wood Islands-Caribou
route, It is to be hoped, also, that
he will tell us frankly whether any
consideration is being given to the
provision of a new raflway ice-
breaker for the Borden-Tormentine
route, pending construction of the
promised causeway between this
province and the mainland.

One other matter on which we
should like some assurance from
Mr. Balcer is with respect to his
department’s responsibility for
maintaining the Borden service at
all times, In the event of a railway
strike tieup, where would we stand
fn this regard? This should not be
& matter for the railway unions to
determine. The service—as Hon.
John Bracken assured us years ago
when he was leader of the Conser-
wative Party—is an interprovincial
Highway system and should be
maintained as such by the federal
sathorities. Now that the MV Con-
tion is on the route, carrying
‘;l\ilv-y traffie whatsoever, it is

the more important that we get

education, training or skills, and
unfortunately these cannot be dis-
regarded so easily.

Theoretically, there is no bar
rier to the sponsoring of immigrants
from Hong Kong by Canadian em-
ployers who, for humanitarian and
other reasons, desire to do so. But
the immigration department must
be satisfied that the offer from a
Canadian sponsor comes from a re-
sponsible source. A written offer to
provide employment, perhaps in
construetion or gardening for a six
weeks period, is not sufficient if
there is reason to believe that the
immigrant will be cast loose at the
end of that period. There must, in
addition, be a guarantee that the
immigrant will not be exploited in
such matters as wages and working
conditions,

A second difficulty arises from
the fact that there is unemployment
in Canada, and that the govern-
ment’s first responsibility is to see
that the jobs being held for new-
comers are not jobs which could
readily be filled by our own citizens.
This is a harsh way of putting it,
but what would the critics suggest?

The jobs likely to be offered to
Hong Kong refugees are, generally
speaking, of a sort to require little
&kill or training. The openings avail-
able to peasants from Kwangtung
could no doubt be filled many times
by unemployed Canadians. Many
of the refugees, according to the
reports, are factory workers with
some skills; hut many of Canada’s
unemployed are also former factory
workers and policy requires that
they must be satisfied first.

As pointed out in a mainland
exchange, the statie theory of im-
migration—that there are just so
many jobs to go around and that
the job-creating potential of im-
migration must be ignored—is open
to grave objection. It is evident,
however, that it dominates Cana-
dian practice. While it does, the out~
look for sponsored immigration
from China appears poor, despite
the removal of any former principle
of racial diserimination. There is
no ground here, as we said, for com-
placency. But it does pose a prob-
lem which the government of the
day—regardless of how it may feel
in the matter—must deal with prag-
matically as best it can.

A Hard Break

The disastrous slump in the
stock market is not due to the
Diefenbaker Government, but we
may expect that it will provide
plenty of ammunition for Opposition
speakers in the present election
campaign. The heaviest repercus-
sions are being felt in the United
States, where for the past fourteen
months the economy has been on
the upgrade. The first quarter of
this year, for example, saw record
Jevels for gross national product,
personal income and consumer
spending, while unemployment dip-
ped below four million. Auto manu-
facturers have already produced
nearly as many 1962 cars as in the
entire 1961 model year.

How account for it, then? We
can’t, and we shan't try. There are
lots of theories, but they are con«
tradictory. President Kennedy,
among other observers, has noted
that stock prices have heen unduly
inflated of late, amounting in many
cases to 22 times corporate earn-
ings. He also observed that on
several past occasions—notably in
the spring of 1956—the market had
slumped while the economy con.
tinued to boom.

Why? He didn’t say. But what-
ever the reasons, the situation is not
helptul to any government in power;
and that goes for Mr. Diefenbaker's
as well as Mr. Kennedy’s?
