POLITICAL AND MILITARY SITU-
ATION IN EUROPE.

The Eastern question is again settled.
Greece, as we never doubted from the com-

mencement, hasfound it necesiary to yield
and comply wita the requirements of the
Conference. The peace of Europe 1s thus for
the present, secured. This trouble eould scar-

cely bave had any other conclusion. From
the first Greece was manifestly in the wrong.
Whatever may be the faults of the Sultan's

| government, whatever cause or causes of dis-
content may exist throughort Turkey in Eu-
rope, it is undeniable that itis the most peace.
ably disposed government in Europe. it does
not court war. It was doing no wrong to the
kingdom of Greece. It found the Greek gov-
ernment playing a mean and cowardly part;

it cauzht the offender in the very act; and it

must be recorded to the honor and praise of
the Sultan’s government, that it asserted ite
rigits with a mixture.of calmness, dignity,
and firmness which basseldom been surpassed.
Muchindignation bas been expressed in cer-
tuin Quarters at the exclusion from the con-
ference of the Greek representative. There
ars many in England, wany in Franee, who
are of Opinion that Greece has been harshly
used. This feeling as was to be expected, is
particulariy stro: g in Russia. Some of the
Russian journals discover in the Conferenee
the controlling influence of England, and de-
nounces their own goveecnment for having
anything todo withit.” It is curious that
some English journals are quite as dissatisfied
with the Conlerence, although on different
grounds. The great fact, however, remains:
Greece has yielded, and has thus prevented

an appeal to arms. The Conference has not,

toerefore, been wholly a failure. If rumor
speaks truly, its decisions were not so barren
ot weight and authority as, at first, we were

led to believe. It appears now that if Greece
had persisisted in ber stubborness, France

would have taken immediate action as the
exccutive of the Conference.

While Europe and the world have reason
to rejoiee that there is no immediate cause of
war, fear is general that peace cannot long be

) found compatible with the tremendous arma-

ments eXisting in every country on the con-
tinent. Facts recently brought to light show
that Europe was never, at any previous period

of her history, su terribly armed as she is
now. The figures are enormous. The army
of -France 1s stated to be 1,850,000; that of
North and South Germany combined is 1,229,-
117; that of Austria, 1,053,000; that of Rus-
sia, 1,467,000 ; and that of Italy, 480,461.
Such armaments do not necessarily prove that
war is imminent; but they do most aseuredly
prove that war, to the exclusion of almos¢

everything else, occupies the attention of the
leading statesmen of the continent. The
equipment is nearly perfect, and the organia-
