TWO TASKS

Air Defence Command, then,
faces two huge tasks: To estab-
lish bases for identifying aircraft
throughout Canada, from east to
west and from the 49th parallel
to the North Pole; and to establish
communication . lines for relaying
information to command head-
quarters here:

Beyond those, lies one more
need — the maintenance of a force
to destroy enemy aircraft.

“However, no commander ever
has enough,” A. V. M. Wray ad-
mits, “We always want more.
