“ On my .arrival at Labrador about the begin-
ning of Julymy attention was immediately direet-
ed to the large quantity of codfish drifting about
in all direetious, dead and dying. At the lowest
estimation there must have been thousands of
quintals. I saw one string ofdead and dyingfish,
which at the lowest estimation could not have
been less than 5 miles long by 1 broad, drifting
past. Howtlwfish were killeé is not known, as
every season I have seen some dead fish floating
about, supposed te have been killed by the ice,
but never before have I seen ench large quantities

as L have seen this season. The whole of the
Northern harbors at the Labrador werealike,
nothing but dead and dying codfish could he seen
on the shoal ground and ledges, and the shortness|
of the voyage was to all intents and purposes |
