BAYARD CONDEMNS SPAIN

And Hopes for an Anglo-American
Union.

New York, Mav 30.—At Dover, Dela~
ware, vesterday, Thomas F. Bayard, lately
amba-¢sdor to England, Jelivered an ad-
dress in which be said : “Spain is vain.
Her vanity and arrogant pride bave cost
her much and will cost her more.  She
has disgraced civilizatlon and humanity
and sbe has tried to disgrace ns, but in
doing #o she has preseed herself so hard
that ber total destruction, her total use-
lessness, among the cxwhzed nations of
the earth are inevitable.’

Referrmg to the Clayton-Bulwer treatv,
which was a result of the statesmanship
of John M. Clayton, of Delaware, who was
one of the early Secretaries of State, which
peutralized the antagonism of the English-
speaking people for'each other, Mr. Bnynd
touched upon the attivade of
reference to our war with Spain. T am
happy to be able,” he said, *“to recall
ithe policy of the Englith ‘Government
when the erisis came, when we were qolied
upon to face the jealousy of the nations
of Europe.

U. 8. S. COLUMBIA INJURED.

New York, May 30.—The United States
craiser Columbia arrived at St. George,
Staten Islavd, vesterday and anchored off
Tomkiusville.

“At 7 38 p.mn. last night, Joff Fire Island,
during thick fog, was run into by ﬁteamer
Foscolia (British), hence for Bordeaux,
orain laden. The Fosolia struck the Colum-
bia .. the starboard quarter just aft of the
afier barbette, cutting clean into the hull,
makngah n‘( about ten feet, filling com-
pratment with water. The Foscolia sank
almost immediately after, but the Colum-
bia succeeded in rescuing all of her crew
aad landing them at St. Geerge’s S. 1.”

The Columbia is a protected cruiser, of
7.375 tcns, 412 feet long, with eogines ef
21,500 horse power. She was built at
Pmladelphia in 1892, and has a maximum
speed of 22.8 knots. She has a crew of 400
men.
