Robin Roberts and Curt Sim-
mons pitched Philadelphia Phillies
out of a slight slump and into a
tie for the National ILeague lead
with twin victories over Chicago
Sunday.

Roberts’ opening six-hit 5-2 vic-
tory plus Simmons' five-hit 2-0

.shutout pulled Philadelphia even
with Brooklyn Dodgers, who won
their  sixth straight, 4-3, on
Billy T.oes' three-hitter against
Milwaukee. The victories hroke a
three-game losing streak for Phila-
delphia.

Ex-Yankee outfielder Johnny
Lindell allowed St. Louis just four
hits in giving Pittsburgh its fifth
straight win, 8-2, hiking the
Pirates from sixth to fifth place and
dropping the Cards two games off
the pace in third.
