but io the second it is reserving to Hor Majesty's subjects
the right to ereet stages, &« for the purpose of carrying on
the fsheries—the right to the soil or fee simple being there-
fore in the proprieter of the Lot. lu the grant of Lot 51,
there is a reserve, bat no water; a fact which shewed what
an extraordinary knowledge the Brit'sh Government must
have had of the nature of the 1eserves which they were
making. On Lot 59, the rescrve is also that of a free
