human soul. The idea that  the
grace of God, The Infinite and
Eternal, can be confined to forms
drawn up and observed by man, is
absurd on the face of it, but men
have often held it, and have per-
secuted to the death those who
denied it. In the fourth chapter
of John's Gospel we have an his-
teric example of such a dispute,
For centuries Jewish worship had
the temple in Jerusalem as its cen-
tre, and its advocates claimed that
this was the only place in which
the llving God could be worshipped.
The Samaritans - claimed that
Mount Gerizim was the only seat
of acceptable worship, The con-
troversy was bitter and for cen-
turies Samaritan and Jew had' no
dealings with each other. In the
chapter quoted we have an ace
count of the way in which a Sa-

tle cottage meeting held while a
blizzard kept the majority of the
congregation in their homes. Events
proved that Isalah's experience of
God was real when he found Him
in the temple surrounded by a
glory before which the seraphim
veiled their faces; and Jesus de-
clared that the publican was Justi-
fled when he dared not lift  his
eyes to heaven but beat upon his
breast as he prayed: “God be mer-
ciful to me, a sinner.” God has
come to men in solitude with such
Tevelations of Himself and His will
that their generation was lifted to
new conceptions of truth and duty.
He has also come to the Christian
fellawship with -such communica-
tlons of His grace that the church
entered new eras of spiritual ex-
perience and service, *

The need is that we worship—in
Spirit because we live by commun-
fon with Him, and in truth because
our ideas of the Father determine
