It is of course true that there
was as much cihance of the qucen's
bcing with West as with East, but
this was not the cntire proposi=
tion. South did not lack only the
queen of trumps—the 9-7-6-5 were
also at large. It might be enough
mcrely to guess tiie location of the

quecen, but then again it might
not. The defender who had the
queen might also have three

guards for it; and that possibility
aitered the picture. If West had
Q-9-x-x he was bound to make a
trick, and so declarcr would be
helpless if this were the case.
South  could, however, guard
against the possibility that East
had the same trump holding, ang

so he should have selected the
iine of play which gave him tae
greatest control. That iine,

cbviously, was to lead low to the
trump king and to return the
trump ten for a finesse.
