17 well matured birds but a third
bunch standing erect at the edge
of a potuio field, outlined clear
in the evening twilight, looked as
large as full grown hens.

The last covey was a beaut and
must have been hatched in May
or early June. There: were ap-
proximately 20 in this bunch. They
were not disturbed so a definite

count was out of the question:
Two farm youths .told me that
there were at least three more

coveys about 30 chains to the east.
I questioned them to find out
whether or not they had doubled
up on a covey but was satisfied
they hadn’t. Young farm lads are
pretty sharp. They see & covey
just once and can tell the num-
ber in it and also take 'mote of
the size of the birds. In southern
Queens there is a farm that sup-
ports four coveys of Huns g

17, 18, 19 and 22 or a total of 6
birds

« s

Four or five miles south and
east of this farm, in an area that
is literally infested with foxes,
farmers have reported the coveys
quite numerous but small in re-
spect to their quota of birds. One
is reported to hold five only and
several others eight or nine and
they are all well developed birds.
Foxes are blamed for whittling

down those coveys but before I
lay the blame on anything I plan
to give a well trained pointer a
workout in this sector to try and
ascertain if small coveys are the
rule in this particular stretch of
country. This area is where 8ix
litters of foxes were reared with-
in an approximate milg radius so
it's quite possible that the gen-
tleman with the red coat and
black spats has something to ac-
count for. Pheasants roost at
night and the great horned owl
is the only predator they have to
fear, barring man. Huns on the
other hand, bereft of a hind toe,
have no other recourse but to bed
on the ground. They always keep
a sentry posted but methinks on
stormy winter nights Brer Fox
picks up the odd hf.lb dinner.
..

Last winter there was a com-
plaint in certain quarters that our
Huns were being shot out and a
cutting down on the daily bag
limit was recommended.
