ing thread about a foot in length, place
a shilling in this loop, see that the coin
is accurately bisected by the thread, and
then draw the loop tight up, so that the
shilling is rirmly siung at one end of the
thread, Put on u s.id table a glass
tumbler with a fuily wide mouth.
Rest your right el ow oun the table in a
firm and easy position so as to avoid any
shakiness in your h nd, hold the other
end of the thread between your first fin-
ger and the "*ball” of the thumb (i e.,
the fleshy top joint of the thumb), so
that the thumb nuil is undermost, and a
few inches above the midille af the
mouth of the glass.

Now if yon keep your hand quite
steady,the movement of the coin (which
is hanging inside the tumbler) will bLe-
come less and. less until the shilling is
motionless. Then, in half a minute or
80, a very slight and regular vibration
will commence, th: coin oscillating from
side to side like a p ndulum, and gracu-
ally increasing the length of movement
until it generally strikes the sile of the

This strike goes on in the most
regular and automatic way, first on one
side of the glass and then on the other,
until, say, eight strokes have been
struck; the vibrations of the coin then
diminish in length, until the suspended
shilling again becomes motionless and
hangs in the middie of the tumbler. You
look at your watch and find that8 o'clock
is the nearest hour.

i have tried this over and over again,
deliberately setting about the experi-
ment without bias or auny inteation of
influencing thegswing of the coin, and
aiso being ignorant of the time, and
when my hand has been steady the
ri;ht time has invariably been atruck,

There is something very curious about
this phenomenon. Whether the thread is
influenced by the pulse in the “ball” o
the thumb, or whetiier there is some un-
conscious traasferenca of *“intention”
from the brain to the thread, I do not
know; but in any case the matter 1s
sufficiently interesting to be worlhy of

Since the great majority of the medi-
zal fraternity of Massachusetts have re-
cently subscribed to the belief that couo-
sumption is a contagious disease, it has
been borne in upon many besides those
directly interested in consumptive per-
sons through family or other ties, that

Aid Society, one of the latest of Boston's
benevolent institutions, is business as
well s benevolence. A moment's re-
flection convinces everyone that if a dis-
ease whose annual harvest in this coun-
try, and especially in this district,
dwarfs all the other diseases, including
even the epidemics wherever there ars
such, is commuuicable, as now appears,
then it is everybody’s business, in com-
mon se f-defence, to promote the migra-
deportation of consumptives too r to
travel is a public hygenic precaution.

The society which has undertaken to
crystalize this conviction is as yet un-
able to contribute the expenses of the re
moval of such diseased rsons now
among us. It was organized in the hope
that public realization of its worth will
lead eventually to money enough being
given it by donation and bequest to
carry atits own expense those consump-
tives who are too poor to pay either fare
or board to places of its own, or in its
control, in tue dry climates of the South-
west, where many victims of the scourge
of New England who are not ouly a bur.
den, but a danger to their friends and
the community, may become tolerably
happy and even sel{-supporting members
of suciety.— Boston Transcript,
