In the Extracts from the Land Purchase Act,
for the use of the Tenantry, printed and dis-
tributed by the Government lust winter, at the
public expense, we find in the first Extract,
which is the 10th clause of the Act, ** that the
Commissioner of Public Lands, is empowered,
if he require it, to take from every Tenant, who
becomes a Purchaser, the sum of Five Shillings,
for the survey and description of his location ;
and for preparing the conveyance and dupli-
cuto thereof, the further sum of Five Shillings
and nomore.”  And in the 12th Extract, which
is the 4Gth clause of the Act, ** The Commis-
gioner of Public Lands is authorized and em-
powered, on receiving payment of the amount
due on any judgment, to acknowledge satisfuc-
tion on the record of the judgment, or to give
snch other receipt, discharge or release, as the
circumstances of the case may require;”’ and
ot one word about taking or requiring Fees.
