OTTAWA (CP) Represen-
tatives of the federal govern-
ment and eight provinces wili
meet here Monday to discuss

long - distance transmission ot
electrical power, Resources Min-
ister Dinsdale announced Tues-
day.

The meeting of the group of
officials is a follow-up to the

March 19 federal - provincial
conference which discussed a
national power grid. All prov-

inces except Quebec are repre.
sented at the forthcoming meet-
ing. Newfoundland Is sending an

LONDON (Reuters)—A naval
| expert fired a broadside here
at what he termed the inade-
| quate warship building program
of Britain's ‘“‘silent service"—
the Royal Navy.

“No one can be satisfied with
our new construction during the
last 17 years,” said Raymond
| V. B. Blackman, editor of lae
annual Jane's Fighting Ships,
wthe international authority on
the world's navies

Blackman said in an article
in the Navy League's Journal
that he had remained silent on
this subject for 13 years since
becoming editor of Jane's

But as “a patriot, a navalist,
a naval architect and marine
engineer,” he could contain

|h|msel( no longer when he saw

| that the new construction pro-
vided for in the 1962-63 navy
| estimates amounted to ‘“the
brave total” of one assault ship
and two replenishment oflers.

Blackman said that since 195
| Britain has scrapped 15 battle-
ships, scrapped or sold 30 amn
craft carriers, returned 33 es-
cort carriers to the United
States, and scrapped or sold 54
cruisers, 280 destroyers, 240 (rig-
ates and escorts—besides return-
ing 88 to the United States—and
110 submarines.

New construction during those
17 years has been 36 frigates,
12 submarines and 200 coastal
and inshore minesweepers—all
comparatively small craft,

“‘One feels rather ashamed at
the paucity ol new construction
since the war,” Blackman said.

“We find that In one world
emergency or disaster after an-
other, no British warships are
near enough to give immediate
succour and take charge as they
did in former days."
