1. Summons left at place of residence or with
wife &e., to be sufficient

2. Fines for non-attendance to be levied by
warrant of Distress at the end of the term.

3. Fourteenth Section of the Old Jury Act to
be repealed.

4. Prothonotary t» make return of persons
liable to serve.
