The Monetary Times of Toronto ex-
presses a fear that there is some dan-
ger of the Prince Edward Island tun-
nel scheme being treated seriously.

It says:

“The Island Government is to send
a delegation to England to lay certain
information about it before British
experts. One political party, the Op
position, is opvnly committ-d to the
scheme, and if it should prove that
the cther is secretly cemprumised, i
the same direction, the danger would
be considerable. No one cau say cer-
tainly that the work s pra wcticabla,
It the prop: ssed tunnel would jconnect
the continent wich fifty millions of

ple. there might be some reason in
makinrg it. But if there were & tun-
pel between Prince Edward Island
and New Brunawick, what would there
be for it todo? At most a few pota-
toes, oats and catils, and now and
then an odd passenger. The soil of
the Island is rich, but it is incapable
from situation of growing wheat.
The Island is a good place for summer
visiting and recreation; in winter com-
mupication is obstructed by ice and is
not as regular as desirable. This is to
be regretted; but it would be better to
submit to the decree of nature than to

incur Jan expense in making a tunnel,
lnpponng the work to be possible, out
of all proportion to the obJeet to be
attained. But as the Dominion would
pay and the little Island would get
whatever benefit there was, the island-
ers are patriotically desirous to sacri-
fice all their cousins in the other
provinces to attain their object.”

The Monetary Times professes to
be an suthority on matters of trade,
commerce, and finance in the Domin-
jon, but if its information on these
topics can be measured by the above
extract, then the sooner it confines it-
self to its immediate surroundings the
better. The journal in gquestion at
times professes commendable _ir
terest in the growth of national senti-
ment and the unity of the units com-
posing the confederation, and yet
when there appears to be a possibility
of the last gap in the federal scheme
being bridged, and what Principa!
Grant candidly calls ‘ the broken
promise” fulfilled, the Times Jseeks to
belittle our position and injure our
standing in the eyes of Canadians,
and refers to us, not as brothers, but
as ‘“‘cousins” of the Canadian people.
“If there were a tunnel between
Prince Edward Island and New Bruns-
wick,” it says, “ what would there be
for it to do?” and then with a reck-
less disregard of English grammar
and Canadian blue books, it answers,
“ At most a few potatoes, oats and|.
catile, and now and then an odd pas-
senger.” There is at least one thing
more that the tunnel would “do.” It
woul!d open the eyes of such men as
the editor of the Monetary Timer to
the fact that even if Prince Edward
Island does occupy a small position re-
Jative to the whole on the Canadian
map, its annual trade amounts to over
810,000,000 ; +hat it produces in pota-
toes alone somethi-g like 8,000,000
busheis, and that its “odd passenger”
had multiplied to about 10,000 in-
dividuals every year. Aud yet the Gar-
den of the Gulf and the Kentucky of
Canada is represented by the Mone-

~ tary Times as the graszing ground for

a few cattle, containing a few fields of
oats, and as being a land forsaken by
all but an odd passenger ! %

As to the matter of cost the Cana-
dian government is in honor and duty
bound to give us the tunnel provided
it can be built for a reasonable sum.
It bas been argued, and never denied,
that the cost of the present wixiter
service, the earnings of the tunnel and
the increased traffic on the government
railroads both here and across the
strait, would more than balance the
interest on the capital necessary to
carry out the undertaking, provided
the cost does not succeed six or seven
million dollars. If it should go be-
yond that a million or two, would not
the Island be perfectly justified in
asking for its expenditure, considering
that in our present position we reap
no benefit from the confederation and .
at the same time are called npon to
coptribute our share for the enormous
public works of the whole  Dominion ¥,
Surely thére ‘is enough fair play .in

Canudians to scknbwledge the justice
