There are no imminent sigzns of a war on the
Furopean Coutizeut, but war rumors prevail,
| and the eonviction exists in some quariers that
| the inevitable struggle cannot be very much
| longer postponed. Recent intelligence has it
that war preparations are being vigorously
| prosecuted by both France and Prussia.  Spam
| has offered the crown to Don Ferdinand of
! Portugal, the father of the reigning King of
| that couutry, but the offer has becn politely
rejected.  Moutpensier, the brotherin-law of
lex-Qu_en Isabel'a aud son of the late Louis
| Phillipe, is likely noew to be the future King of
| Spain.  Moutpensier on the Spanish throne
{ must be a bugbear to Louis Napoleen. But
| what can he do? ltaly is divided in its desire
for an alliance with its two most powertul
1‘lz-eil-;'hbors-—uue party preferring France,
lunmher party preferring Austria. The difli-

War between France and Prussia, whatever
the cause, could scurcel{ fail to lead to a
general Suropean war. We are by no mieans
sanguine that an actual casus belli has yeu
presented itself; but whon the combatants are
felly prepared. a cause of war will not be diffi-
cult to find. If we have not soon a general
disarmamert, wgr cannot much longer Dbe
deferred, but we hope that the councils of
peace will prevail.
