West opened: his singleton ‘dia-
mond. The ace won, and dummy’s
dlamond eight' was returred. East
put up the queen and, when he
saw that South had -started ' with
six ' dlamonds, cashed the trump
ace .to “redice dummy’s ruffing
power, 'East then led the: l;eart
king. ¢

ritted s heart. He then led 8
diamond. South realized that he
could’ mot. ruff the two diamonds
ne to establish the suit, and
also keep  full ‘control of trumps—
he could not get back to his own
hand’ often’' enough--but, to his
great relief, West dashed to the
rescue!
