NEW MZASTRES OF RIGOUR TN POLAND.

The Press of Vienna points out fresh
measures of rigour which have been adopted
throughout the whole of the kingdom of
Poland, and which are no longer directed |
against the iusurgents alone, but against all !
the landed proprietors of the country. The
object of Russia is t2 indemnify hierself for all
the losses and expemses she bas incurred in
consequence of the insurrection, and for that |
purpose to levy a regular war contribution on |
all landed property. Several Austrian sub-
jects, among others Prince Sanguszko and
Count Alfred Potocki, a member of the Upper
Chamber of the Austrian Empire, bave boen,
although not resmding in Poland, taxed, the
former at 40,000 roubles, and the latter as
50,000.
