Mr. Dunning To Retire

The Ottawa correspondent of the Globe and
Mail states definitely that Hon, C. A. Dunning,
Finance Minister, will retire  soon  from the
Mackenzie King Government. If the Prime Min-
ister has h's way, Mr.  Dunning will
ceeded by llon. J. L. Ralston, former Minister
of National Deience, and today a leading fig-
ure in Montreal {inancial circles.

If Colone, Ralston returns to public life it is
possible he may represent his old seat of Shel-
burne-Yarmouth-Clare, N, S,

Acting on lis doctor's orders, Mr, Dunning
has been resting at his Ottawa home since last
Friday, but is expected to return to his desk
this weck. “lle is known, however,” says the
Globe and Mail correspondent, “to have decid-

ed definitely not to contest another  election.
This means that his resignation is likely to be
announced before the fall.”

Another cabinct vacancy was dpeated by the
death yesterday in California of Ilon. Fernand
Rinfret, Sccretary of State and representative
for Montreal-St. James in the House of Com-
mons,

The Government has still to fill the civil ser-
vice vacancy created by the retirement of De-
puty Minister of Fisheries, W, A. Found, in
January. Vincent Dottier, sitting member for
Shelburne-Yarmouth-Clare, has been mention-
ed prominently for the post though British
Columbia interests have been for the appoint-
ment of a man from the Pacific Province. The
effort to get Colonel Ralston back into the
Cabinet is known to be an important factor in
the decision.

Trying To Buy Ontario

An amazing attempt has been made by the
King Government to bribe the electors of On-
tario. Two weeks ago Hon, Norman Rogers,
Minister of Labour, aunounced that eight Prov-
inces had accepted relief agreements which in-
cluded Dominion-Provincial = splitting  of labor
costs on unemployment projects, provided the
municipalities paid for materials and  sugervis-
ion costs. The one qrovince which turned down
this proposal was Ontario, whose Liberal Pre-
mier, Mr. Ilepburn, roundly accused his Ottawa
party colleagues of attempting to buy themselves
back to power with an eleventh-hour gesture of
gencrosity at the taxpayers’ expense.

This week came the announcement that Hon.
Mr. Rogers had written to the Hepburn Gov-
ernment, offering to amend the agreement with
Ontario so as to eliminate the provision of a
contribution from the provincial administration
and, instead, to make provision for the Domin-
ion Government passing on its own contribution
through the Provincial Government to the
municipalities.

Premier Hepburn’s reply was caustic.  “We
are not going to see the municipalities plunged
into bankruptcy in a scheme engineered by the
Dominion,” he said, “which would probably
quit them cold when the election is over, and
they would then have to come to us with a tin
cup in hand begging for relief when the Dom-
inion throws them down, as it will do.”

Mr. Hepburn has no doubt good reason to
suspect the sincerity of his party colleagues at
Ottawa, and any gestures of generosity they
make on the eve of appealing for votes. But
there is another and graver side to the question.
Why should the wealthy Province of Ontario
be offered preferred treatment in the matter of
unemployment relief?  Is Ontario less able to
contribute on a fifty-fifty basis than, for ex-
ample, Prince Edward Island which now stands
committed to do so? Presumably, if this Prov-
ince had held out as Ontario did, it too would
have been offered better terms than the Camp-
bell Government was in such haste to accept.
What have our federal and provincial —repre-
sentatives to say of this outrageous scheme to
buy Ontario votes with the hard-earned money
of their constituents in this Province? Premier
Hepburn has turned the scheme down,. and
whatever his reasons for doing so he is en-
titled to a vote of thanks from every other pro-
vincial government in Canada.

Blaming The Newspapers

NOTES BY THE WAY

Because the United Statés is too
big w0 live in a vacuum, whatever
happens in the world outside our
boraers is bound, in greater or
lesser fashion, to have a bearing
on our lives and fortunes as well.
We cannol, therefore, afford to be
indifferent to the forces and ten-
dencies which threaten Western
civilization and the peace of the
world. For that reason it is dan-
gerous folly to assume that we
have no interest in what is hap-
pening and what may happen
abrcad. If Europe remains at
peace, if the all-to-long cycle of
aggression is brought to a stop, it
is not only the peaceful nations
of the Old World that will be ben-
eficed by such a development.
The benefit will also be ours. For
with Europe at peace, our own
wholehearted determination to re-
main at peace would then be sub-
ject to no challenge, On the o.her
hand, if aggressions continue and
Europe is ultimately plunged into
war, the chances of our staying out
would ipso facto be lessened.
There have been two world wars
since the United States was found-
ed. We became involved on both
occasions. Consideration of this
sort make it peremptory for Con-
gress not to lessen the influence
which the Uniteq States can exery
for peace. And that is precisely
what would happen if Congress
approves neutrality legislation that
works in favour of the Axis Pow-
ers and against the European de-
mocracies. — Washington Post.

The B:itish Government, which
five years ago was spending only
£136,000,000 ($680,000,000) on arma-
ments, has this year already com-
micteq itself to a domestic defence
programme involving an outlay of
£630,000,000 ($3,000,000,000) . That
is a stupendous undertaking, for it
involves an industrial mobilization
for the production of arms and
munitions and war materials on a
scale comparable with that which
occurred during the struggle with
Germany twenty yearsago. Now it
is proposed to increase the effort
bi’ what may prove to be an ad-
didional £100,000,000 and use the
additional arms output to supply
the nations associated with Eng-
land in the stop-Hitler front.

THE HOT BATH CAN BE HELP-
FUL OR HARMFUL

I am a great believer in hot tub
baths under certain conditions.
The heat to the surface of the skin
opens up the blood vessels and
draws the blood away from con-
gested parts around joints and
elsewhere. These wastes are car-
ried away by the increased circu-
lation and thrown out of the sys-
tem by skin, lungs, and kidneys.
After severe exercise or exertion,
the hot bath removes the waste
products in half the usual time.

When the individual has had a
severe emotional disturbance, the
drawing of the blood to the body
surface causes a “slackening” of
nerve tension. This relaxation
usually (but not always) induces
sleep. Thus in mental hospitals
the use of hot baths to relax or
quite down a violent patient is
routine treatment. In some cases
“quieting” drugs are necessary.

However, like other good things
in life, the very hot bath, if pro-
longed, or taken too often, may
slacken, relax or “let down” too
much, and the individual not only
feels weaker but is weaker.

Dr. Geoffrey Holmes, London, in
The Practitioner, states that very
hot baths if prolonged exert con-
siderable strain on the heart due
to the great increzse in the pulse
rate. Tacchycardia (very rapid
pulse rate—130 to 160 beats per
minute), general shakiness, and
fatigue, set in if the hot baths are
given too frequently or over too
long a gerlod.

For the average healthy individ-
ual, @ hot tub bath of three to
four minutes, or a hot shower, will
cleanse and soothe and cause no
particular rise in heart rate or
blood pressure. The rate of the
circulation of blood is slightly in-
creased. But to stay under a hot
shower or in a hot bath for ten
or fifteen minutes is a great mis-
take as it not only puts a strain
on the heart but causes a feeling
of general weakness.

That this prolonged heat is most

in hospitals and in the handling of
athletes in all forms of sport.
