Root Crops

The example set by King Fd-
ward VIII in growing broccoll to
exhibit in flower shows cannot be
held responsible for the increasing
interest of American men in the
sport of producing vegetables for
exhibition.

As a test of gardening skill, veg-

etable growiny has long been con-
sidered in England as more satis-
factory on the whole than flower
growing. In many neighborhoods
there the home gardener who grows
the largest cabbage of the year,
gets the grand challenge cup; and
broceoli, which has attracted the
new king’s interest, {s an aristo-
crtic cousin of the cabbage.
American men have been show-
ing Increasing interest in vegetable
growiny for several years; and
most flower shows have classes for
vegetable exhibits.

NEW YORK, May 10—The stock
market climbed on low-speed gears
Saturday, but it rol'ed into high-
er terr:tory with gains of fractlons
to two or more points.

Many traders. awaiting a show-

down on the French financial crisis
took Saturday off and the board-
rooms were all but deserted. Stock
exchange floor members who brav-
ed the heat wave, however, leaned
to the buying side and bids were
up from the sound of the opening
gonz.
It was the slowest session since
June 29, last, only 341,610 shares
changing hands. The Associated
Press average of 60 stocks ended up
.5 of a point at 59.1.

Fractional advances dotted the
Canadlan lst with Cansdlan Pa-
cific, MclIntyre, Distillers-Seagrams
Dome and others gaining less than
a point. Canadian bonds were quiet.
The Franc was steady most of
the day in foreign exchange deal-
ings, but slipped back to finish off
.00 1-4 of a cent at 6.58 3-4 cents.
Sterling c'osed 1-2 cenmt lower at
4.98,

Earnings and sales reports con-
tinued to furnish bullish market
materal. Shares of Western Union
came to the fore when the com-
pany discloced first quarter earn-
ings of 92 cents a share against
approximately 20 cents in the same
1935 months.

Now gardening has a similar ad-
vantage without the usual objec-
tion that applies to the other two,
it is not necessary to have a list-
ener, Becausz in gardening when
not actually digging in the toil one
can dream and plan ccsily indoors.
And professional gardeners state
that such planning is not only
rleasant but a real requisite in
creating an attractive flower gar-
den.

They point out that there are
all sorts of points to consider, if
one is to create something that
will be truly original and stand out
from the rank and file. In select-
ing a list of flowers attention is
paid of course, to time of bloom-
ing and color. Heizht should also
be noted as a medium sized plant
may be hidden by some bushy stocks
or tall cosmos. But these are only
elemental points which every gard-
ener of a few years experience
notes automatically.

Important Points

There are other and finer dis-
tinctions. Certain ehades blend
well tcgether and often a whole bed
will be selected with this blending
in mind. Of course for this sort of
thing, all the plants must bloom
during the same period. Fragrance
should be taken into account, as
there are some spicy things like
Evening Scented Stock, Nicotine,
Migonette, Sweet Sultan and Ver-
benz, which while rather p'ain as
plants, fill the whole garden with
a celightful ince*.se, more especial-
ly in the evening. In shaded quar-
ters, Tuberous rooted Begonias,
Pansies, and wild flowers will do
well. In fact, they prefer this loca-
tion to any other. In partial shade,
Clarkis, Annual Larkspur, Lupine,
Nicotine, Phlox and Verbena should
be grown. On poor soil, Portulaca
is a favorite as well as Alyssum,
Sweet-scented Stocks, Linum, Cal-
endulas,  Calliopsis, Sunflowers,
Schizanthus,  Salpiglossis, Mari-
golds, Petunas, and many others.
These will a'so successfully resist
dry weather. For cutting purposes

dinary - field conditions. Where
space is limited it is possible to
grow two crops, even in those sec-
tions of Canada where the summer
season is inclined to be short. This
is done by planting rows of very
early stuff like lettuce, radish and
spinach, in between later maturing
vegetables such as com, tomatoes,
rarsnips and swiss chard. By the
time the later things are beginning
to need full room, the first named
group will be used and out of the
way. For this sort of planting
eight to fifteen inches between rows
s sufficient or a better rule would

be to allow the regular distance
between the rows of corn and to-
matoes and then simply put the
early stufi in between.

Where a horse or garden tractor
is to be used, about the narrowest
rows for vegetables will be 30 in-
ches but if the garden is going to
be hand cultivated and as much as
possible grown the following widths
are sufficient: lettuce, spinach, car-
rots, beets and similar narrow or
early vegetables 12 inches; beans,
peas, potatoes, staked tomatoes and

corn 20 inches; melons, cucumbers,
unstaked tomatoes, 24 to 30 inches.
