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Terrible Disaster in Ktaly.
A tlciln‘q h from Potenza says there
\\un\ 400 passengers on the train crushed
by the landslide a few days ago. A hun
dred and fifty dead and wounded have been
identified. Many of the victims were un-
known. Scores continue to be unearthed
and soldiers are working hard ut the wreck,
but thejwork is impeded by cold snows. An
entire theatrical company was killed. Sev
eral headless and armless corpses were
found in the neighnoring river. A mother
who had been driven mad by the catas-
trophe refused to release from her embrace
two dead children. A young priest was
buried two hours and when extricated it
was found his hair bad turned white. An
entire family, consisting of six persons, was
killed. Two carriages in which were 30
carbincers sustained no damage. The car-
bineers were able to assist in extricating
the vietims. All officials attached to the
train were killed. It is estimated 200,000
cubic metres of earth fell upon the line.
Many passengers who escaped left the
scene immediately after the accident, and
it is impossible to tell the exact number
killed.
