VATICAN OITY, Dec. 25 —(AP)

__Pope Plus endorsed the unlon of
free peoples for self defence in a
proadcast Christmas message Sat-
urday. He called also for a return
ot mutual trust in international
affalrs to counter dissension that
reaches to the very ends of the
sarth.”

“We believe that the close union
of all peoples who are masters of
their own destiny and  who are
united by sentiments of reciprocal
rust and mutual assistance is the

cole means for the defence of
peace and the best guarantee of
its re-establishment,” the Pontiff
said.

At another point, he stressed

that the Roman Catholic Church

desires to smooth the way for
friendly relations  between the
Fast and West:

“For her (the Church), East

and West do not represert oppos-

ite ideals, but share a common

heritage to which both have gen-
erousiy contributed and to which
both are called to contribute in the
future also.”

Burial Place of St. Peter

He reiterated — more positively
—his statement of Jan. 30, 1940,
that the cupola - of St. Peter's
Basilica rises over the tomb of St.
Peter, prince of the apostles
revered by Catholics as the first
Pope. Whether bones found at the
side of the tomb were those of St.
Peter remains a question.

The Pope described the 1950
holy year as one of truly incom-
parable events that surpassed “the
most sanguine hopes.” It was the
Church's 25th. The first was held
in 1300. '

The Christmas message—Pope
Pius’ 12th since he became the
spiritual leader of more than 400.-
000,000 Roman Catholics— was de-
livered on the eve of the closing of

Archbishop Albert Gori, Roman
Catholic Patriarch of Jerusalem,
escorted by brillilant Arab Legion
cavalrymen, came f{rom  nearby
Beit Jala by way of the Hebron
ani New Bethlehem roads to open
formally the Christmas eve ser-
vices,

He paused hriefly at Rachel's
tomb. Then before Government
House, at the opposite end of
Manger Square from the Church
of the Nativity, he and his pro-
cession were met by representat-
ives of King Abdullah of Hashe-
mite Jordan,

Even the minaret of the Mosque
of Bethlehem at the far end of the
square was filled by watchers and
its imam chanted as the process-
fon arrived.

Flanked by high clergy,
Patriarch proceeded across

square to the Basilica. King Ab-
dullah’s royal band played, “Oh
Cecme All Ye Faithful” and the

bells of the city's
out.

All along were deep lines of
worshippers, held back by troops
and police, and row upon row of
choir boys, gold-robed priests, and
sandaled monks.

Canadian Ships Aid
In Remarkable Oper-
ation.

TOKYO, Dec. 25 — (AP) — The
entire  United Nations defence
against the Red aggressors shifted
south of Korea’s 38th parallel today
with completicn of the epic sea-
borne withdrawal of 105,000 troops
from a tiny northeastern heachhead
surrounded by massed Chinese and
Korean Communist armies.

Breathing fire and vowing to
fight anew, the first of the Am-
erican, South Korean and some
British trocps of the U.S. 10th
Corps already were in positions
around Pusan and Pohang, in
far Southeast Korea.

Their last man and last gun, plus
about 100,000 anti-Communist North
Korean civilians, sailed from the
demolished port of Hungnam on
Christmas eve. Canadian, British,
American and Ncrweglan ships
helped cart off the men and equip-
ment.

The 10th Corps remained intact,
a fighting army with its weapons
and supplies.

Remarkable Accomplishment

The deliberate, orderly retirement
was completed Christmas eve. Hail-
ed as one of the most remarkable
accomplishments of modern war-
fare, it was anncunced on Christ-
mas Day — just six months to the
day after the Soviet-trained North
Korean army invaded South Korea.

SANDRINGHAM, Norfolk, Eng-
land, Dec. 25 — (CP) — The King
said in a world-wide broadcast to-
day that mankind must make the
most momentous:choice of its his-
tory and decide between the creeds
of love and hatred.

“For if our’ world is to survive
in any sense that miakes survival
worthwhile, it must learn to love,
not to hate—to create, not to des-
troy,” he said.

T)_1e King was delivering his 13th
Christmas message in a broadcast
from his study at Sandringham, his
Norfolk estate. There, as is usual,
he is spending Christmas surround-
ed by members of his family.

He spoke of the “grim shadow
of war” hanging over the world,
making it difficult to feel the hap-
piness and merriment natural to
Christmas,

These troubled times often re-
minded him of John Bunyan's
“I_’il;rim's Progress.” For, like the
pilgrim in that bock, “we have
gone forward, only to fall back.”

“Like him, we have fallen back
only to press forward once more,”
the King added.

“We have passed through the
valley of the shadow of death;
but always, with the determina-
tion natural to our race and train-
ing, we have kept our eyes fixed
on the far-off delectable moun-
tains of peace and goodwill.”

The King said it was not sur-
prising that the individual pil-
grim — “the Christian of that great
book” — should feel almost over-
whelmed by his own insignificance
and bewildered by continual blows
of fate. '

But he counselled his listeners
 not to take “Faint Heart” as their
friend and guide, but to adopt as
their motto:

“Whatever comes or does not
come, I will not be afraid.” 3

Important now, he declared, is
the spirit in which each one carries
out his appointed' task. He added:

“Each one of us will have to de=
termine whether to censolidate
what past generations have achiev«
ed for us, or to acquiesce in its
being brought to nought: to pre«
serve the spiritual inheritance
common to our mother country and
her kindred nations, or to witness
its extinction.

‘““That inheritance is not the pro-
duct of any rigid system.

LONDON, Dec. 25 — (AP)
Thieves believed motivated by in-
tense Scoitish nationalism stole
the ancient Stone of Scone from
Westminster Abbey today. The
priceless relic is a central fixture
in coronation ceremonies.

The thieves conducted their get-
away so well Scotland Yard de-
tectives and police throughout
Britain still were without a clue
after an intense Christmas Day
hunt.

Nationalists and even the more
moderate home rule advocates in
Scotland cheered the news that the
stone had been removed from the
Abbey where it had rested since
1296.

Splinter Leg of Chair |
In removing the 336-poundi
stone, the thieves broke a large

splinter off the leg of the corona-
tion throne, the oldest piece of
furniture in the Abbey. Twenty-
seven monarchs have been crown-
ed on it, including Britain's pre-
sent ruler. i

The stone had rested underneath I
the throne. Its position sym-|
bolized the union of the crowns of |
England and Scotland in the 17th |
century. |

Only once before has the sione!
been removed from the Abbey!
altar. In 1940, when Britain was |
threatened by Nazi invasion, it |
was buried under the church and |
a chart showing its hideout was |
sent to Canada as a safeguard.

Scottish View

John MacCormich, chairman ot!
the Scottish Covenant Movement, |
said whatever the outcome of the |
“present adventure” he hcped tt}e
stone ultimately would be kept in
Scotland except on coronation oc-
casions. He continued:

“The Stone of Destiny (Scottish
name for the stone) propetly be-|
longs to the pecple of Scotland. |

Northampton in 1328 the stone,
which is the ancient symbol of
Scottish nationality, was to be re-
turned to Scotland, but that treaty
was never observed.”
