PROBLLEM PATIENTS

persons who con-
sult a physician are thoughtful.
serious people in need of help and
willing to follow the doctor's advice.

Although most

there are, unfortunately, “problem
cases,” whom we will all recognize
whom it is difficult for the phy-

sician to help.

There is, for example, the gabb;
patient who would talk on forevs,
if allowed to. Sometimes it is nec-
essary for the receptionist to come
in and tell the physician his next
patient is waiting. Omne physician
says that he suggests to such pat-
ients that they come back for an-
other appointment to discuss their
condition. Most patients do no:
want to pay for another visit just
to talk.

The “shopper” who changes from
one physician to another is also a
trying type. Sometimes this patient
conceals symptoms in an attemp!
to get a diagnosis which will con-
tradict one received from another
physician. Shoppers should be firm-
ly urged to return to their own
doctors.

Then there is the patient, usually
a man who boasts that he disre-
gards the doctor's orders. The phy-
sician must convince such a pat-
ient that his orders have merit and
are to the patient'’s best interests
Sometimes it is necessary to state
firmly, “I will no longer be respon-
sible for your condition if you don't
follow my orders."”

Children may prove difficull.
Some are troublesome only because
they are frightened. The physician
then will be as gentle and sympa-
thetic as possible. On the other
hand, there is the obstreperous
child who will not swallow the bait
of, “Let's see how brave you can
be.” Some doctors will inquire what
the child plans to do after he leaves
the doctor’s office and then say,
“Well, there isn't going to be time
for that movie (or baseball game)

if you don't get this over with."
This thod wsually prod re-
sults. When g child persists in

being difficult, the physician can
consult with the mother as to whe-
ther she wishes him to proceed. In
som® cases it is better to have’ her
wait omtside as her presence may
bolster the child's stubbornness.
Most. physicians find that children
do not complain half much as ex-
pected when they find that the pro-
cedure is to be done in spite of
their opposition.

When a patient has a grievance,
the doctor must listen patiently
even though the complaint seems
ridicul or unjustified. He must
try to explain misunderstandings, if
