PRINCE GORTSCHAKOFF'S’ REFORT ON THE

FALL OF SEBASTOPOL.

We have now received the Russian
Anvalide, containing General Gortschakofi’s
detailed report of the assault of the Sth.

THE MAGAGZINE UNDER THE RED.

The following is an extract of a letter from
Sebastopol prolessing to show low the Redan
