| cal Men, Medical Bodies, and Coroners through-
out the United Kingdom.  These directions have
| been extensively circulated by the Iustitution

| Send immediately for medical assistance, blan-
| kets, and dry clothing, but proceed to treat the
Patient nstantly ou the spot, in the open air,

Promote the warmth ot the body by the appli-
cation of hot flannels, bottles, or bladders of hot
water, heated bricks. &., to the pit of the sto-
mach, the arw-pits, between the thighs, aud to
the soles of the feet. |

It the Patient bas been carried to a house after |
respiration has been restored, be careful to let
the air play freely about the room. |

On the restoration of life, a teaspoonful of warm |
water should be given ; aud taen, if the power of
swallowing has returned, small quantities of wine,
warm brandy and water, or colfee, shonld be ad-
ministered.  The Patient should be kept in bed, |
{and a dispesition to sleep encouraged.

GENERAL OBSERVATIONS.—The above treat-
ment should be persevered in for some hours, as
it is an erroneous opinion that persons are irreco-
verable because ife does not make its appearance,
persons  having been restored after persevering
for many hpurs.
