Yhis outfit of cauned food is not per-

mitted to be toucred, though at times

it is tested to see that it still remains
uuspolled

Other cities in urope have built up
stores along muc: the same _lines,

though Paris has >y far the most im-
portant assortment of canned food held
in reserve.

Outside of these preparations, th:
manufacture of canned articles has
grown to be something enormeus, es-

pecially in meats and vegetables. In

.nany cases the cunned goods seem to

be actually pre:crred to the original
products. Nearl, every wise house-

heeper nowadays emulates Paris in a
sriall way, for she keeps on her

shelves any number of these little

boxes and thus tinds herself always

ready for any em :rgency should com-

pany suddenly dro» in or the butcker

or grocer fail to turn up.

It is really sur,rising the variety of

things to eat thsi are put into cans.

As a matter of fa_t, one can live, aad

live comfortably on canned focds
alone. “I can stick your house,” said

a bie wholesale ;rocer, “so that yon

need not make an ther purchaseof feod

for five years, ar. you shal] have every

iy a perfect dinner of soup, fish, ¢n-

t ees, roasts, fr..is, pudding, cheese,

aod coffee, all canned goods.”

Canned goods, though, have proved

themselves of the greatest value to the

traveler from th> fact that an enor-

mous amount of i0urishment can be

“arried in an ex_eedingly small com-
vass. The Arctic explorers first found
out the value of «: nned meats and veg-
ctables, and in tis way were able to

travel with hardship and to do
things which wou:d have been impcs-
sible had it been uecessary for them to

i-pend upon fooo in its original form.

Transatlantic steamers and saliling

vessels about to sturt out on long vcy-

ages use these goods in great quanti-

ties, because they keep so well and

L_cause they can be stored so easliy.

When prepared by a skillful cook it

ls impossible for the d'nerto distinguish

between fresh meats and vegetables
and those that are canned.

in canning th. meat is steamed,
boned and pres.ed into the boxes,
which are then svldered up. It is ¢s-

timated that a two-pound can of meat,
seid at about 25 cents, contains as

much nourishment as 50 cents’ worth
of meat fresh from the butcher.

Fearless,

Lold, and resolute 1s a true description

of the Hadendowatribe of Soudanes¢

warriors, whose «*melies in the wild

and mountanious district of the Bast

ern Soudan.

This warlike tribe of warriors hau

never known what it was to suffer

defeat at the hands of an eneiny until

they received their first check fromthe

Ktritish troops at the batl's of El-Teb,

Many a brave young fellow shed his

life's blood fighting hand to hand with

this warlike tribe in defence of h's

covntry on theficld of battle that day,

and many a poor mother at heme I"

England mourned the loss of the one

rreat joy of her heart, and whose

home was left desolute and bare, now

that the beloved one had perishel gal-

lantly fighting on the plains of the

Soudan. The disastrous defeats of

Hicks Pasha on ‘he Nile, and the in-

trepid Baker Pasaa, in the eastern

Soudan, led up to the subsequent

events which I ata about to narrate.

At the battle of Ei-Teb (Feb. 29, 1884)

Col. Barrow and Trumpeter Fanning,

a youngfellow of nineteen years, were

leading wing of the 19th Hussars in a

charge against the Arab forces, who

were then in full retreat, when sud-

dinly they were cut off from the main

body of the regiment by a supericr

force of the ener y. Col. Barrow ha‘

already been br ’i.v wounded in the

charge, having en speared through

th. left arm ane .ide, and was, there-

fore, powerless io defend himself.

Trumpeter Fanning, who was riding

by his side, tock in the whole situa-

tion at a glance and, quickly dis-

mounting from h‘s horse, stood on the
Gefensive over t!.- body of his fallen

colonel, and foug™t with that indomit-

able pluck and ec .rage which only the

Fritish soldier c: . do when put to the
test. Drawing h’'s revolver, and with
a determined loc: to do or die upon

his manly yours face, he calmly

awaited the onslaught of the savage

horde. Not a shot was wasted. Every
bullet had its mark, for Fanning knew
only too well nis chances would be

small once his revolver was empty.

At last the criticul moment came and

he had fired his last shot. Drawing

his sword, he aw.wited the attack with

a firm grip. And now he fought like

a lion, until, stabbed in the right arm

with a spear, the gallant fellow,

through weakness and toss of blood,

was compelled to reliquish his hold

vpon his sword.

Nothing daunted, however, the gal-

lant trumpeter seized his trumpet with

his left hand, and again fought the
enemy hand to hand until literally

borne to the ground by sheer force of
numbers. Here they fell upon him

and hacked hig body with their short

c‘abbing spears and knives, and left
him and the colonel for dead on the

field.

When we recovered the bodies they

were taken back to camp. Here we

found that Fanning was stabbed in
reventeen different places, yet, despite

‘bis fact, the gallant fellow lingered

for five days afterward, and died at

Victoria Hospital Suez, where he was
buried. Needless to say, had he re-
covered from th: wounds, he would
have received the Vectoria Cross for
his bravery. J leaves a widowe‘
rrother to mour~ h'‘s Iss.
