Eskimo Schedulé
Unaffected By
Liquor Seizure

The reported seizure of 28 bot-
tles of contraband liquor on the
M.V. “Eskimo” at St. John's, New-
foundland, resulted from the im-
proper action of some of the fore-
castle hands who purchased the
liquor legally in St. Pierre but
failed to declare it on arriving in
Canada, stated Mr. C. P. Reddall,
general manager of the P.EIL In-
dustrial Corporation under which
the “Eskimo” operates.

The seizure did not affect the
sailing schedule of the boat,

| which left St. John's without in-

terference.

“We have tried to impress on
the crew that they must comply
strictly with excise regulations,
and until now we have had no
complaints in this regard,” . Mr.
Reddell said. “Since the entry of
Newfoundland into Confederation
the enforcement has been under
the R.CM.P. and the searching
of all ships for contraband is
done as a matter of course.

“In this case the authorities
were quite nice about the matter.
They notified us that the liquor
had been confiscated from the
men but made no attempt to hold
up the ship, as would have been
the case had they any reason to
suspect that the incident was part
of an organized business.”

Mr. Reddall said disciplinary ac-
tion would be taken to discourage
irregularities of this 'ind in
uture.

Red Cross
Clinics Conclude

At the conclusion of the latest
Red Cross Clinics for Crippled
Children held in the Province last
week, Dr. T. B. Acker, orthopaedic
specialist of Halifax, had examin-
ed 100 patients who showed the

following conditions, — rickets,
spinal curvature, spastic and in-
fantile paralysis, bad posture,

tuberculous bones and joints, as
well as such congenital conditions
as club feet, wry neck, dislocateil
hips and spina bifida.

The clinics in Charlottetown
were held in the new annex to
the Provincia] Headquarters which
proved most suitable for this pur-
pose. During the week a Clinic
was held at the 'Public Health
Nursing Offices in the Town Hall
at Summerside where 24 cases
reported for examination. Another
day was spent checking up tubar-
culous bone cases at the Provincial
Sanatorium while three mornings
were taken up with operations,
manipulations and plaster casts
done in the hospitals.

Just the evening before the doc-
tor was to leave on return to
Halifax, a long distance call came
to Red Cross Headquarters from
the ' Public Health Nurse at Al
berton saying that the local doc-
tor had an urgent case he wéuid
like Dr. Acker to examine. In-
structions were given to bring
the child to the hospital where on
examination later that same even-
ing, it was found she had a con-
dition known as a slipped femoral
epiphysis which was just at the
stage where it could be remedied
by manipulation and plaster caat.
The following morning this treat-
ment was carried out and the little
girl remained in hospital for sev-
eral days. She was taken to her
home this week by Miss Marjcrie
Hill, Red Cross Nutritionist, who
was going to Tignish to visit the
schools in the surrounding dis-
tricts in connection with her work.
This is a case in which the con-
dition, if not detected and treat-
ed just at the proper time, might
cause permanent disability of a
serious nature.

Crippled Children's Clinics will
be held again early in July when
many little patients will be ad-
mitted to the local hospitals for
treatment.

At the present time there are
two children in the Children's Hos-
pital at Halifax recelving treat-
ment, another small baby is just
recovering from a serious oper-
| ation in the Toronto General Hos-
-pital, and still another has Just
returned from Montreal after hav-
ing had a successful hare lip re-
paired. These four cases are oll
from Prince County.

Funds for the conducting of
these Clinics and for the treut-
! ment of indigent cases reporting
at these clinics, and at other
times during the year, are pro-
vided by members of the Junior
Red Cross In the schools through-
out the Province, by the Charlotte-
town Rotary Club with proceeds
from their annual Radio Auction,
by the Masons of Montague who
also hold an annual auction, as
well as by generous contributions

Representatives of the
Provincial Departments of Agricul-
ture from the other Maritime and
Central Provinces will also be
present.

The first annual meeting of the
Canadian Association ever to be
held east of Montreal is being
held here next week in recogni-
tion of the progress this Province
has made in the swine field dur-
ing the past few years, states H.
W. Clay, senior livestock fieid-

man.
Mr. Clay believes the meeting
will benefit the breeders herc
greatly from the advertising point
of view.

Some people like to talk about
the big trout they caught, or per-
haps the big catches, but Mr. Lloyd
Wonnacott of the Charlottetown
Post Office, not only a good ang-
ler, but one of the best shots on
the Island, has a liking for the un-
usual stories whether about fish-
ing or shooting. By the same token
he seems to encounter more then
his share of out-of-the-ordinary
experiences, Just recently while
fishing at Pt. DeRoche, he hooked
s twelve inch trout and an eel at
the same time, Strangely enough
the trout was well hooked, but the
eel was entangled with a leader v
which were attached two bal
hooks. Evidently the eel was trylr
to take the second bait and I
some way got mixed up with tin
leader,
We were reminded by this fish
story of the fact that Mr, Wonns:
cott, after covering considerable
country last autumn, shot a native
partridge practically in the village
of Montague. Be it said, that Lloyd
frequently has bagged his limit of
Huns and is probably the most con-
sistent duck hunter in Charlotte-
town. At least no one we hear about
has so regularly carried home a
good bag of birds.

Yesterday June 2nd was quite an
anniversary in the history of the
First Great War. Particularly is
this true of those members of the
old P.E.I. Light Horse, who went
overseas as part of the Canadian

Mounted Rifle Brigade. This con
tingent from the Island joined th:
Ambers:
but the Regiment was later absorb
ed by the 5th Canadian Mountec
Rifles, of the Eastern Tonwship.
of Quebec, and the latter unu
served as infantry.

The Mounted Rifles were holding
the Ypres salient on June 32, 1916,
when the Germans opened a ter-
rific attack. The salient, thrust
deep into the German lines, was
very narrow and it was possible
to shell the men holding the for-
ward positions from the rear, and
beth flanks.

From eight o'clock in the morn-
ing until one in the afternoon, this
whole area was pounded by shell
fire, 'and then the Germans ad-
ed in mass formati convin-
ced that very few were left to of-
fer opposition. During this period
the casualties on the Canadian side
were enormous, and the Canadian
Mounted Rifle Brigade which had
a trench strength of about 2,700,
lost 1800 of these during the five
hour bombardment. The Regiment
to which the Islanders were at-
tached, the 5th C.M.R.'s was In
support trenchés, and moved up
to counter attack as soon as the
main attack of the Germans de-
veloped.

. . .

There are still some Islanders
around who took part in this en-
gagement, which was intended to
divert troops from the British of-
fensive, due to commence in the
Somme area farther south. It was
not one of the great battles of the
war but the intensity of shell fire
on the limited froni, was as heavy
as anything experienced any time
during the four year conflict.
Some of the Islanders who lived
through that memorable June 2
are still in the province. Col. F.T
Andrew, Major Norman Lowther,
Capt Jim Coles, are residents of
Charlottetown; Arthur Henderson
now resides in Winsloe, Pat Mar-
tin, attached to the Fisheries De-
partment, is living at Miscouche,
and there may be a few more
scattered about the province. It is
certain that these men thought
back over the years yesterday, and
about the many comrades lost that
day, and ‘whose graves dot the
once deadly salient, thef called the
graveyard of the British Army.
