JIo the morning the scldiers
fired the house anl left, but th.e women
and girls were dragged cut by neighbors
before the flames reached them, The elder
women have since died f-om the dfects of
the injuries they received.

BATTLE IN THESOUDAN,

(Some additione] particulars.)

Firket, Ezypt, June 8.—~This point was
taken by Egyptian troop: at an early hour
yesterday morning, and their manner of
gcquitting themeelves in this the first en-
gagement of the Nile campaign has given
great satisfaction to the Briti-h officers in
command of them. The Egyptian forces
left Akasheh, the Egyptian outpost, on the
evening of June 6. The greatest secrecy
had been maintained as to all the arrange-
ments, and the ar ival of the Egyptians at
the l)exvmh camp took the enemy com-
pletely by surprise,

Thev quickly rallied, however, and
rushed to their arms. Far from being
routed in the first surprise of the a‘tack,
they stoad to their posts and made a F‘,uly-
born deterce of the camp for an hour and
a half, during which there was Lard fight-
ing.

The Dervishes were finally put to ro t
by a flask movement executed by the
cavalry. Seeing themselves in danger of
being surrounded, the forces of the
Kbalifis took flight to the sonthward,
toward 3Suarda, pursued by the cavalry.
Suarda is vearly a hundred miles couth of
here, but it is strongly held by a force of
several thousand Dervishes.

Reports so far r ceived indicate that the
loss to the Dervishes will amount to a
thouzand men. Amo-g those killed ‘s
Emir Hanimuda, who wastheir comman i
er, besides many important chiefs The
Egyptian loss in the fight was twenty
killed and ninety wounded. Hundreds of
Dervisles were taken prisoners.
