To Insure Customers

LONDON, Feb. 2--(CP)—Free
insurance against food poisoning,
accidents or disease contracted as
a direct result of their patronage
is to be granted nearly 2,000,000
customers doing business at 12,000
!small shops throughout England.
| The plan, announced by D. W,
Harrison, president of the Nation-
al Union of Small Shopkeepers,
becomes operative after 18 months
of negotiation.

Financed by the union, the pol-
icy provides for unlimited com-
pensation where accidents are in-
volved, and up to £10,000 in cases
of food poisoning and related dis-
eases.

“The danger of food poisoning
is increasing as we now eat more
tinned food than ever before”
Mr. Harrison said. In the past,
he added, many shopkecpers had
operated under the impression
they were fully protected under
their normal insurance policies
only to discover their mistake
when they were hauled into court.

Mercy Flight Roctor
Retires To Fur Farm

ILE A LA CROSSE, Sask., Feb. 4
(CP)—Dr. P.E. Lavole, 66, has sent
notice to the Saskatchewan Health
Department that he is ending 17
years of emergency flights and
trips by snowmobile, car, truck,
motorboat, dog team and horseback
to patients who live above the 55th
parallel in Saskatchewan's north-
land.

WASHINGTON, Feb., 4—(AP)—
Joe says: “I put two slugs in a slot
at the automat and what do you
think came out?”

Mioe: “I don't know. what?”

Joe: “The manager.”

The Secret, Service recalled that
old joke yesterday and said it
came to life in New York. Secret
Service told this story:

Robert McCauley, with a craving
for coconut pie and coffee, had
been using slugs and counterfeit
coins to pay for his meals. His
taste for coconut pie was his un-
coing. for Secret Service agents
started watching those slots.

When three counterfeit nickels

thudded into the ureceptacle, the
pie popped out and so did the
manager. McCauley was convict-

ed of counterfeiting.

Then there was the case of &
counterfeiter in  Alabama  who
made the mistake of passing off a
bogus $20 bill on a ferris wheel
operator at a county fair. The
cashier noticed the counterfeit and
kept the offender spinning until
the cops came.

These are examples of 247 per-
sons arrested for counterfeiting
last year in the United States. In
an annual report, the Secret Ser-
vice said 2,304 persons were ar-
rested for cheque and bond for-
ery.

These figures compared with
513 arrested for counterfeiting and
2,635 for forgery last year.

Federal Agents seized $1,380.882
in counterfeit bills and coins, but
only $448.560 were passed off on
the public.

“There is a tremendous exper!-
mental ansion going on in Ko-
rea,” said Mr. Rippingille. “Some-
times it"shows that changes in de-
sign have to be made. That cre-
ates hottlenecks and slows up pro-
duction.”

Defence Projects,
Metal Industries
Pevelop 1952 Boom

OTTAWA, Feb. 4 — (CP) —Can-
ada, in the midst of the greatest
industrial expansion boom in his-
tory, is expected to increase public
and private investment in 1952 to
a record $3,000,000 000.

A detailed survey of government
and industrial plans for investment
in new machinery, equipment,
plants and housing during the year
was undertaken by the Trade De-
partment.

The official estimate will be
tabled by Trade Minister Howe
when Parliament reopens Feb. 28.

The big investment emphasis
during 1952 is expected to ‘be con-
centrated in defence and defence-
supporting industries, such as in
the fields of strategic metals. Ex-
perts believe strong support in
these fields will help overcome some
weakening in such other categories
of investment as housing and light
industry, including textile manu-
facturing.

The expected climb to the $5.-
000 000,000-mark will mean a $400-
000,000 increase over the $4.600.-
000,000 invested during the previ-
sus peak year of 1951.

But the
likely will be only about one-half
ithe $800,000 000-jump recorded dur-
ing 1951 when the investment boom
climbed to $4,600.000,000 from $3,-
800,000,000,

Peacetime Record

Adding some stimulus to the
general picture is t'hp expected in-
crease in the Federal Government's
defence budget of $300 000,000 to a
peacetime record of $2,000,000.000
fsom $1,700,000,000 during the 1951-
fiscal year.

However, experts estimate that
defence projects provide only about
10 per cent of the total investment
and industrial expansion. The big
Increases are likely to come from
steel and other metal
iridustries. expanding to meet civ-
‘iljan as well as rearmament needs.
In regard to housing, financial
{nrganizations which have money
for mortgages are finding higher
interest rates in other investment
tields. Increasing local taxes coup-
led with rising construction prices
are tending to make Some pro-

spective,_  home - owners  postpone
heir bitlding plans, the experts
said.

Light manufacturing industries.
such as textiles, refrigerators and
washing machines, are just not
getting the business of previous
years, and their expansion plans
are not expected to be heavy this
year.

Other commercial building 1s be-
ing frustrated by a lack of mater-
ials such as steel, and by the gov-
ernment’s deferred  depreciation
program. This restrigis some in-
dustries from depreciation allow-
ances for taxation purposes for
four years.

On the whole. however, the ex-
perts feel that the general invest-
ment picture is bright, making for
increased economic stimulus during
1952.

Shipbuilder Dies

TORONTO. Feb. 4--(CP)— Dr.
Prank O'Leary, 61, died suddenly
early Sunday after a heart seiz-
ure. He was one of Toronto's best-
known medical man.

Dr. O'Leary was born in Orillia
and after attending Orillia Col-
legiate, came to Toronto and was
igraduated {rom the University of
Toronto in pharmacy. He entered
the medical course but was inter-
rupted and he went overseas with
the 5th Field Ambulance in 1915.

After the war he returned to the
University of Toronto from which
he was graduated in medicine in
1922. He was chief gynaecologist at
St. Michael's Hospital from 1947-
50.

He was an active worker for and
on the hoard of Society for Crip-
pled Civilians and the War Ampu-
tations of Canada.

He is survived by his widow, the
former Rachel Daly of Trinidad.
and a small son, Peter.
