were better than no sausages so
gave up the temporary fast and
settled down to the serious task of
eating.

On enquiring as to the kind and
quantity of meat to be served for
dinner the prisoners learned that
sausages were on the menu and
that there were sufficient to pro-
vide each man with five sausages
and still have enough left to pro-
vide each man with part of a sixth
sausage.

Some of the prisoners figured
that at least six full sausages were
necessary to make a half-pound,
and decided they were being un-
der-fed with only five and a frac-
tlon sausages per man.

Inspired by the vocal leadership
of two or three, they united in a
refusal to eat their dinner.

Because of this attitude by the
prisoners, visiting privileges were
cancelled for the day, and at sup-
per time the uneaten dinner was
served again to the prisoners who.
by this time, had apparently de-
cided that sausages for a main
course wasn’'t so bad after all—
even if they did have to get by
on less than six per man.—S.
