Defeat 'Detroit Red
Wings 3-2 Saturday In
Drama-Packed Thriller

MONTREAL, April 8 — (CP)—
Montreal Canadiens defeated De-

troit Red Wings 3-2 Saturday |
night in a sensational, drama-
packed thriller that carried the |
underdog Canadiens into the
Stanley Cup final.

' A roaring, frenzied crowd of |
14,448 kept the big Montreal

Forum in a bedlam throughout a
dazzling third period in
all five goals were scored.
The result left the best-of-seven
semi-final series in Canadiens’
hands by a 4-2 margin on games.
Montreal next meets the winner
of the Toronto-Boston series.
