You have seen the familiar pair
on the strests: The blind man in
his lasting night and the alert dog
guiding him through busy traffic.
This strange co-operation be-
tweell iohil h .nd P h.
less animal is promoted here. The
seeing eye school has no class-
rooms or textbooks. Here, on the
busy streets of Morristown, you
will see the blind master and his
dog walking together, followed by
a watchful instructor ready to cor-
rect their mistakes.

Since the organization was es-
tablished in 1929, some 2,300 blind
men and women have been trained
at the school. Now they earn their
livelihoods in a hundred different
fields.

The school is equippped with a
teaching staff and facilities to
train at least 200 blind persons
and dogs a year. While it takes
four years to train one of the
sighted instructors, it takes only
three months to teach a dog and
one month to train a blind person.

TRAINING COSTS $1,200

George de Betaz, vice-president
of the organization and supervisor
of the school, says best dogs for
the blind are German shepherds
and boxers, but individual dogs of
other breeds are also used by the
school.

““As a rule,” he said, ‘“‘we pre-
fer female dogs. They're less stub-
born and aggressive.”

It gosts $1,200 to train a dog and
a blind person but each appli-
|cant is asked to pay only $150 as
| his share toward the cost of train-
ing of the dog, his adjustment to
the animal and room and board
during the training period.

NO ONE DENIED DOG

_Although seeing eye dogs are not
given away, no applicant has ever
been denied one for lack of funds.
Those who haven't the money can
pay as little as $1 a month. The
philanthropic organization is sup-

DOGS ARE COLOR BLIND

The first stage is to teach the
dog obedience. The animal must
learn to advance or turn right or
left when the master commands.
Many people think a guide dog
watches traffic lights when cros-
sing a street. This is not true, de
Betaz says, because dogs are
color blind. But the master learns
to judge the movement of traffic
by ear and at the right time com-
mands the dog ‘“forward.” The
dog, on the other hand, does what
you would do when crossing a
street without traffic lights — he
watches right and left to make
sure it is clear.

In the second training phase the
dog learns what the school calls
“intelligent disobedience.” The an-
imal learns to ignore his master’s
order when he thinks it is dan-
gerous to follow it and, on his own
initiative find a safer solution.

| MINK FEEDING

’ Dr. C.K. Gunn, Superintendent,
Dominion Experimental Fur Ranch
“Summcrslde. has very kindly sent
us the results of his experiments
with whale mept as a replacement
for horse meat in mink rations
!'during the breeding and reprod-
| uctive seasons. Sixty female and
20 standard males of the stock of
| the Dominion Experimental Fur
Ranch were divided at random in-
to two groups of thirty females and
ten males, and alloted to compar-
able pens in a mink breeding shed.
The arrangement was such that
the males were interspersed be-
tween the females during the per-
jod from January to the mating
season in March. After the breed-
ing season, the male animals were
| separated from the females and
placed at one end of the breed-
ing shed.

A diet sheet was made out with
a horse meat ration in one of the
|diets and a whale meat ration on
|the other diet, The remainder of
the diet in each case consisted of
liver, fish, commercial ecereals
canned tomatoes, and cod liver oil.
In addition to the above ingred-
ients, cooked eggs (one per tem
mink) were added to the mink ra-
tions. The feed was mixed and
ground daily, and whole eows’
milk was added in sufficient a-
mount, to bring it to a hamburg
consistency.

All animals were fed ence daily
(average 7.5 ounces per mink) on
top of the wire from January to
birth of the kits, in a manner com-
parable to that used in commer-
cial mink ranching :
